Approval of Minutes from April 17, 2025
[bookmark: _Hlk196922737][bookmark: _Hlk184201332]Councilmembers Wilson and Beal made a few minor clarification changes. Councilmember Wilson moved to approve the minutes from April 17, 2025 as corrected. Councilmember Panunzio seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Panunzio, Beal and Wilson voted aye. The motion carried.

Comments: Public
Barbara Dubovecky wanted to discuss the newsletter that was sent out regarding an increase of landfill fees being passed on to citizens. Mayor Beesley stated the City just wanted to ask residents to utilize the landfill to help reduce the cost as to not have to pass on any increase in fees to residents.  

Report from Planning Commission
Josh Ableman stated the Planning Commission had a public hearing for the proposed development agreement ordinance and building regulations ordinance. They discussed the proposed development agreement ordinance and proposed building regulations ordinance.  They worked on some changes to the code concerning detached accessory dwelling units (DADU) and internal accessory dwelling units (IADU). Also discussed the code concerning public ways and property and the discharge of water.  A public hearing was set for May 8 for the changes to the public ways and property code about the discharge of water. 

Discussion/Motion:  Contract with Legislative Solutions
Mayor Beesley stated he sent an email to the council that Kerry Gibson was not able to attend tonight’s meeting and City Attorney Richards had not had a chance to read through the entire consulting and lobbying services agreement.  The Mayor asked the Council to table the discussion until next meeting. The council discussed other contracts being paid and asked for a review of any that are outstanding.  Councilmember Panunzio moved to table the contract of Legislative Solutions. Councilmember Wilson seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Panunzio, Beal and Wilson voted aye. The motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:  Tentative FY2026 City Budgets
Ryan Child presented the council with a power point presentation of the tentative fiscal year 2026 budget. Mr. Child stated the purpose of tonight's meeting is to present the tentative budget and give an idea of what department heads had in mind. The council can approve the tentative budget which will be subject to any changes that are identified before the budget is held for a public hearing later in June. The fund balances were discussed.  In the general fund Class C Road has a fund balance of $190,000, Park impact fees fund balance is $1,214,000, the transportation impact fees are $680,000, transportation sales tax is $345,000 and the unrestricted fund balance is $2,200,000, which is 44% of revenue. Fund balances in capital projects is an accumulated balance of $3,915,000. The State wants us to keep the unrestricted fund balance in the general fund between 5% and 35%, 5% is low but generally we aim for about 25%. In this current budget year, we will need to propose an amended transfer from the general fund to the capital projects fund to keep the general fund unrestricted balance where it needs to be. This transfer would move more money into the capital projects fund, which right now has an accumulated balance of unrestricted money of 3.9 million. Keep in mind with these restricted balances there are some specific requirements behind these impact fees. The impact fee balances must be spent on expenditures that are identified in an official impact fee facilities plan and for the specific purpose for which those fees are being assessed. So public safety impact fees can only be spent on a public safety improvement or enhancement, as opposed to being used for something in the sewer fund, or something of that nature. The impact fees also must be collected or expended within six years from the time that they are collected. The city is running into some issues here. In order to fix that we have made some proposals on the budget to update our public facilities plans and get some of that money expended this coming year. Park impact fees are six years old, transportation impact fees are nine years old, sewer impact fees are three years old, storm sewer impact fees are eight years old. Proposals for the capital projects fund are a digital marquee in front of city hall for $40,000, a bid for a JLG Boom Lift is $50,000. Concerning personnel costs, the tentative budget allows for a 3% cost of living adjustment and a merit increase up to 3% per department. An additional $13,000 has been added to recreation employees for referee costs. There are no known changes due to attrition or retirement and no additional employees above what has been in the budget in the 2025 year. Notable changes in the general fund include building permit revenue at $450,000 and a general plan grant awarded for $120,000 from WFRC. Total revenue budgeted is $5,277,733. 
On the expenditure side there is an increase to engineering services totaling $200,000, the 4th of July costs up to $75,000, $12,000 for elections, $40,000 in general buildings capital outlay, including electrical repairs, sheetrock on stairs, ADA entrance on front doors, and electronic entrance on front doors. The general plan expenditure of $130,000 with city's $10,000 grant match. Sheriff contract and animal control contract up by $91,000 and $6,000 respectively. $68,000 added to fire protection department for wages, fleet, equipment. There are no additions to shift fees added for the fire department. There is $320,000 in transportation impact fee expenses for capital plan and analysis and two turning lane additions. The transfer obligations to landfill fund is now fulfilled. There is $415,000 in park impact fee expense for capital plan and analysis and lights for the south park. Total expenditures and transfers are $5,773,432. The budget spends down restricted funds by $435,000 and spends down unrestricted funds by $60,699.  
The sewer fund has $807,000 in operating revenues and $714,384 in operating expenses.  There is $20,000 for impact fee analysis and facilities plan.  Storm sewer fund has $210,000 in operating revenues and $353,495 in operating expenses. This fund would need a $4.60 rate increase per month to cover the operating loss.  Budget expenses include $7,900 for a four-wheeler, $20,000 for capital facilities plan and impact fee analysis, and $100,000 of impact fees for covering ditches from 4650 W. to 5100 W. on 2200 N. The Council discussed road projects and impact fees analysis and getting all those updated. The Council also discussed funding for public safety and level of service and fire department funding.  Ryan introduced Jolynn Redden from his office. She is on Zoom.  Councilmember Favero moved to approve the tentative budget for FY2026 as discussed. Councilmember Panunzio seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Panunzio, Beal and Wilson voted aye. The motion carried.

Motion: Approval of Warrant Register
See warrant register dated 4/16/2025 to 4/30/2025.  There was a discussion about Legislative Solutions check that was not approved at the last meeting.  It was agreed to send that one now.   Councilmember Beal moved to approve and pay the bills as presented plus the Legislative Solutions bill. Councilmember Panunzio seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Beal and Wilson voted aye. The motion carried.  

Report from City Council
Councilmember Beal stated she was advised by a couple people she knows on Facebook that solicitors were knocking on doors using fake badges with no picture or info and as they were walking away tried to open car doors. People should lock their doors and verify a real solicitor badge issued by the City. Mayor Beesley advised that citizens should call 911 or the non-emergency dispatch number if they are afraid or need help. Councilmember Beal stated Western Weber CTC had their Hope Night on April 28th, which was awesome. There was a medical tonight from the Fremont HS LaCross game. The Plain City Fire Department and Ogden City Fire Department is participating in the ‘Light the Night’ April 27 - May 4 for fallen Firefighters. They are going to light the Ogden City Arch red and the Fire Station will put in red light and ask anyone who wants to support fallen firefighters to light your business or home in remembrance of those who lost their lives in service. 

Councilmember Panunzio stated this would be his last in person for meetings, due to his work schedule and will do his best to join via Zoom as work permits.

Mayor Beesley stated that he had moved back into the City on January 15th and wanted to make sure it was noted as to the discussion last year. 

Councilmember Favero asked about the people selling fruit and other things on corners in the area and if they need to have business licenses in Plain City.  It was noted that they would be required to have a license and that there aren’t any licenses issued for them right now.
