1. MAYOR PRO TEMPORE.  Councilmember Arrington moved to nominate Councilmember Barnett as Mayor Pro Tempore.  Councilmember Nielson moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.
2. CALL TO ORDER.  7:10:01 PM  Mayor Pro tem Barnett called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.
3. OPENING REMARKS were offered by Michele Jolley. 7:10:24 PM
4. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE was led by Mayor Pro tem Barnett.

5.   ROLL CALL was answered by Mayor Pro Tem Richard Barnett, Councilmembers Kevin Arrington, Bryan Burrows, Kathy Christensen, Connie Nielson, City Manager Matthew Creamer, City Finance Director Mike Langston and City Recorder Michele Jolley.  Mayor Pro tem Barnett excused Mayor Ogden. 7:12:03 PM  
Others present:  TJ Adams, Molly Geppert, Lance Nay, Eileen Coleman, Tooter Ogden, Nicole Hair, Rachel Wilcock Shire, John Spendlove, Kay McIff and Dave Anderson.  
6. MINUTES APPROVED.  7:12:36 PM The Council reviewed the minutes of the meeting held September 23, 2014 and made the following corrections.      Hearing no changes, 7:12:53 PM Councilmember Christensen moved to approve the minutes of the meeting held September 23, 2014.  Councilmember Nielson moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.

7. EXPENDITURES.  The Council reviewed the September 2014 Warrant Register and Cash Disbursement Journal.  7:13:21 PM  Hearing no comments, moved to second.  7:14:03 PM  The motion carried.  Councilmember Burrows moved to approve the September 2014 Warrant Register and Cash Disbursement Journal.  Councilmember Arrington moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.
8. APPLICATION TO CIB FOR FIRE TRUCK APPROVED.  Fire Chief Lance Nay reported on the meeting with the CIB for funding of a new fire truck.  7:14:41 PM  Chief Nay reported that the City was awarded 50% grant and 50% loan at 1.5% interest for 10 years.  We were expecting this with the exception of the 1.5% interest and we were trying to get a little more grant.  He met with the County Commissioners last week and they have agreed to supports us with their 50% of the contract with the City.  The Council now needs to approve the funding that the CIB has offered us.  
The total payment 7:17:18 PM will be about $35,000 per year and we are currently paying $20,000 on the current loan for the ladder truck, which loan will be retired next year.  7:17:44 PM  That means the City will have a $15,000 increase in obligation, which is shared half and half with the County.  

Mr. Creamer stated that the CIB was tough, but we did get some help from some of the commissioners that serve on that Board.  7:18:18 PM  Councilmember Barnett asked how much more annually this will end up costing us than what we were planning on.  Mr. Langston thought it would be a difference of $7,500 per year.  Councilmember Barnett wondered how much grant we had asked the CIB for.  Mr. Creamer stated that we had asked for $430,000 in grant and ended up getting $317,000 in grant.  7:19:34 PM We had not anticipated the 1.5% interest on the loan because we had asked for a 0% interest loan.  Councilmember Barnett asked if we can manage the difference.  Mr. Creamer stated that with planning we should be able to.  In looking at the options, Mr. Creamer stated that it was clear to those who were there that it may be very difficult any time in the future to go back and get grant funds for this kind of project.  7:20:37 PM Councilmember Barnett asked how soon we anticipate this starting.  Chief Nay stated that it depends on how soon the CIB gets their final letter to us and Mr. Creamer indicated that we will have to hold a public hearing for the bonding process.  He anticipates that it will be in to January before any funds are realized.  Mr. Langston noted that we want it to take until January because it will allow the County to get their part of the payment into their 2016 budget.  7:21:47 PM  
With the Council’s approval, we can proceed to move forward on that schedule and as soon as we have the official CIB approval letter, we will go ahead and order the truck.  It will take about nine months to construct the truck. 7:22:16 PM 
Councilmember Christensen asked if we will pay for the truck now or start paying for it after we get it.  Chief Nay explained that if we pay for it up front, because of the interest they pay.  

Councilmember Burrows asked if this would include the equipment.  Chief Nay stated that it does include equipment.  7:22:55 PM Councilmember Burrows noted that even if the truck costs less, we are still on the hook for the amount of the loan regardless of the savings we are able to secure.  7:23:17 PM  
Councilmember Christensen moved to approve the CIB funding for the new fire truck.  Councilmember Barnett moved to second.  Councilmember Burrows declared a conflict of interest.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye. 7:24:16 PM 

9. THE RDG SUBDIVISION APPROVED.  7:24:53 PM  Councilmember Christensen asked which lot Tractor Supply Company is being build on.  Mr. Spendlove noted that this is being constructed on Lot 1.  The Council previously agreed to allow the improvements on Lot 2 to be waived until it is developed.  7:27:34 PM
Councilmember Burrows moved to grant final approval for the RDG Subdivision. Councilmember Christensen moved to second.  7:27:53 PM The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.   

10. ANNEXATION RESOLUTION 2014-11 ADOPTED.  7:28:46 PM  Corey Winkel has filed a petition for annexation for property located at approximately 1100 North and 500 East.  In order to begin the process, the Council needs to accept the petition by resolution.  Councilmember Nielson referred to a letter that the Council received regarding this property.  7:33:08 PM  Councilmember Arrington moved to adopt Annexation Resolution 2014-11accepting the annexation petition filed by Corey Winkel.  Councilmember Christensen moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.  7:33:33 PM
11. ORDINANCE 2014-7 TO AMEND THE SIGN ORDINANCE DISCUSSED.  7:33:43 PM  The Council discussed allowing balloon/inflatable signs and wind sail banner/double-sided vertical signs.  The draft of the ordinance reflects the things the Planning Commission and Council discussed.

The Council had thought that the signs should be placed back against the buildings so that they would not interfere with pedestrians.  The Council had also discussed setting a height limit.  The Main Street Grille currently has a wind sail banner and so does Steve’s Steakhouse.  It was thought that both of these signs were at least 10 feet tall.  Councilmember Nielson asked how tall the sesquicentennial banners are.  With the stand, they are probably just over 7 feet. 

Councilmember Nielson thinks that the height should be reasonable and that they should be reasonably safe.  The ordinance also has a width restriction of 2 feet.  Councilmember Christensen explained that the City’s banners are 18 inches wide and she thought that 2 feet seemed really wide.  She also pointed out that the banners at Steve’s Steakhouse are out in the lawn, so they do not look as tall as the one’s up against the buildings.  
Mr. Creamer was instructed to measure the existing banners before the next meeting so the Council would have a better idea of what the restrictions should be.  7:43:24 PM
12. PASTURE LEASE AGREEMENT DISCUSSED.  7:43:29 PM  Mr. Creamer explained that this pasture is currently leased to John Schena and the term of the lease will be up at the end of this year.  Mr. Creamer felt that we have three options.  One option is to bid it out.  The second option would be to extend the existing lease with Mr. Schena.  There is some uncertainty surrounding this property because the County is considering the extension of 1300 South to the Annabella Road, which would directly affect this property.  7:45:40 PM We do not know exactly how it will go or when it is going to go, so if we do bid the pasture for lease, we need to ensure that the new lease has language that will accommodate the proposed extension.  
Commissioner Ogden was in attendance and he indicated that the hic up currently is a wet land issue in this area.  7:47:12 PM  He does not foresee this happening this year, but they are going to push this through.  7:48:45 PM  Councilmember Nielson feels that it would be ethical to allow Mr. Schena first shot.  Councilmember Christensen noted that Mr. Schena was hurt and she would like to wait until he recuperates because she wonders if he will even want to continue the lease.  Councilmember Burrows does not believe that people will bid on the lease under the circumstances.  7:50:04 PM  
Councilmember Burrows stated that he would like to just extend it for a year.  Councilmember Arrington would also like to extend the current lease.  7:51:19 PM
13. LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT FOR DOWNTOWN DISCUSSED.  7:51:23 PM  Mr. Creamer stated that the five year agreement was up June 30 and the Council chose to extend the agreement until the end of Oct.  In the agreement there is an option for the City to extend it with the current contractor for 2 years.  Mr. Creamer stated that there is still so much clean up that will occur between now and the end of the year.  He really felt that the Council should consider extending the agreement until the end of the year.  
Mr. Mason is willing to extend the agreement he would continue under the same terms that are currently in the agreement.  7:54:19 PM  Councilmember Christensen would like to extend the agreement with Mr. Mason for 2 years.  7:56:09 PM Councilmember Burrows wondered if we have map of the water lines and where we need to go to blow it out.  This is something we ought to be looking at like having an employee ride along with Mr. Mason.  7:56:32 PM  Councilmember Barnett agreed with Councilmember Christensen and would like to extend the agreement with Mr. Mason.  7:57:28 PM
14. OTHER BUSINESS.  7:58:14 PM  Councilmember Christensen reported that for the sesquicentennial celebration the Lion’s Club will be hosting a Deer Hunter’s Ball this Thursday night.  The deer hunt use to be a big deal in town and there use to be a ball the night before.  8:01:26 PM
There will not be an activity in November for the sesquicentennial, but we will be partnering with the New Horizons Crisis Center in December for their annual home show.  The homes this year will be old homes in our community with a history of the home.  8:02:06 PM
Councilmember Burrows was told that the water in the detention pond is going through and puddles down by Dr. Luekenga’s house.  It is actually suppose to flow the other way.  Councilmember Burrows understood that it just needs to be bermed back up.  Mr. Langston explained that the City is required to comply with the regulations and keep the brush and weeds down.  We spend around 8:03:42 PM $5,000 a year to keep the weeds and the brush out of the detention basin.  There are also a lot of willows in the bottom that is difficult to keep down, but we do the best we can.  8:05:26 PM 
Councilmember Nielson asked if we have cleaned out the irrigation ditch along the Airport Road.  Mr. Langston does not think that has been done.
A couple weeks ago there was some upset with the garbage dumpsters.  8:06:22 PM  Mr. Creamer stated that we collect the money for the residential garbage collection.  White’s Sanitation has always handled the commercial customers.  They have been concerned about the things that are being dumped in the dumpsters by people who are not paying for them.  Their solution was to put combination locks on the dumpsters.  They talked to every business and those who were not willing to pay for the service were told that they were not able to dump in the dumpsters.  Mr. Creamer does not blame White’s for doing this.  We have one more year on our contract for residential collection and maybe it is time for the City to come up with a formula to collect for residential and commercial garbage pickup. 8:10:29 PM  Councilmember Nielson knows that there are residents who come and dump trash in the dumpsters and now that the dumpsters are locked, she is concerned that they will just leave the garbage in the parking lots.  8:13:57 PM  There are some businesses who just want their own dumpster or are going to put a small garbage can by their business, so they will be put on our sidewalks.    

8:18:34 PM  Mr. Creamer reported that the well drillers have reached 1,400 feet.  They will be putting the casing down into the well this week and surge the well.  Within the next two weeks we should have an idea of what kind of water we are going to get.  The water quality tests on the test well were good.  8:20:39 PM 
15. PHASE I OF THE LINKS SUBDIVISION APPROVED.   8:31:41 PM  K. L. McIff stated that the Planning Commission dealt with the storm drainage and he thinks that their response was a good one.  8:37:09 PM  Mr. Creamer stated that the issue is that the only feasible spot on the subdivision to contain drainage on the subdivision is on the southeast corner.  There are serious concerns with this location because of the neighboring Fairway Landing Subdivision.  The water table is already so high that it just causes problems. Mr. McIff at one point with the Planning Commission discussed putting a detention pond on the airport property on the airport side.  There are some concerns with that because the FAA is not in favor of putting a detention pond on the airport property.  An alternative to this would be on excess property that the City purchased in connection with the airport where the AWOS system is located.  This could be a collection point, for not only Mr. McIff’s subdivision, but for any other developments that may happen near the golf course. Any large storms could collect there and filter out into the pipes over a period of a few areas.  8:39:38 PM  
Mr. McIff gave the Council some photographs of the drainage area before it was closed off.  The photographs showed some low land where the water drains from airport road.  Councilmember Barnett noted that the low land Mr. McIff is talking about is located within the confines of the airport and the FAA has said that this cannot happen.  Mr. McIff confirmed that this is correct.    

Mr. Creamer stated that the next best alternative is the City property to the west of airport road.  It is a low point and the issue Mr. Creamer keeps coming back to is that once Mr. McIff’s subdivision is fully developed, the size of the pipes may be adequate to carry any projected storm and the drainage that is going to come off from the streets within the subdivision compared to irrigation waters that are flowing there now.  Mr. McIff agreed noting that the Flat Canyon floods are a whole different ball game for which he has no responsibility.  His responsibility deals with the water that falls on the streets that would have otherwise been absorbed.  All of the engineering studies indicate that the piping that is in place is more than adequate to move that water along.  The Planning Commission doubted that he would ever fill a detention basin.

Anything that will come off from the first phase will flow into the alfalfa, but in the future a final decision will have to be made.  Mr. McIff stated that the FAA concerns are with standing water that would attract water fowl.  Councilmember Barnett felt that in order to get Mr. McIff’s subdivision approved the issues with waste water and the power poles need to be resolved.  

Councilmember Burrows pointed out that Mr. McIff is asking that he be allowed to put the money in escrow for the improvements that need to be completed at this point.  He wondered if we are escrowing for the whole subdivision or just the first phase.  Mr. Creamer stated that we would just be accepting the escrow funds for the remaining improvements of the first phase.  

As for the power line along Airport Road, Mr. Creamer stated that it either needs to be moved and Mr. McIff’s expense, which Rocky Mountain Power is preparing an estimate for, or allow the road to be adjusted enough that the existing poles would not be in the sidewalk.  Councilmember Burrows stated that the sidewalk would have to be relocated, not the road.  Councilmember Barnett clarified the fact that the sidewalk would be moved further to the west so that the power poles were not in the sidewalk.  Mr. McIff is hoping that we can solve this.  Mr. Creamer noted that Mr. McIff’s preference is still to relocate the power poles to the east side of Airport Road.

Mr. McIff stated that he would escrow $100,000 to cover whatever he has to do with the power poles and finishing the rest of the project.  Councilmember Burrows stated that we still need to address the drainage issue.  He asked Mr. McIff why he would want to drain the water onto the airport property instead of putting it into a detention basin on the west side of the road.  Mr. McIff stated that Mother Nature is the greatest teacher of all and she wants to send the water to the low land.  Mr. McIff stated that he does not think the City would be rejected if it told the FAA that we want to use the low spot.  He thinks the water could be controlled very easily and in a way not to attract water fowl.  Mr. Langston stated that the City would have to bill developers as they develop for a detention basin.  9:00:17 PM
In Mr. Langston’s opinion the City would have to decide all of the property that is developable and would benefit from or drain to a detention basin.  It might be 50 years before it is needed.  We would need an engineer to help us with a plan.  Councilmember Barnett stated that we need to decide what Mr. McIff needs to do to make the City whole, so that when we decide to do something we have the money to do it.  
Mr. McIff stated that a detention basin would have to deed with all of the land between the Richfield Canal on the west and the Airport Road.  Mr. Langston stated that the City would have to determine what property the detention basin would include.  The City could enter an agreement that would go with the property.  Councilmember Burrows stated that realistically, Mr. McIff will have to do something with the drainage with the second phase of the subdivision goes in.  Mr. McIff stated that all of the street in his development can easily be handled by the 20-inch drainage pipe that is already there, so he does not think the drainage from his subdivision will ever be a problem.  He does not have any objection to contributing to some master solution for the entire region that we are talking about. 
John Spendlove explained that the pipes were sized for 10 year storm, but the detention basin we looked at 10 year and made sure that 25 year and 100 year to ensure that it would handle such flows.
Councilmember Barnett felt that the only fair way to deal with this is to commission a waste water study for all the land that is going to potentially drain into this detention basin and figure what percentage of the land that Mr. McIff owns.  Mr. Langston thought that we could enter into an agreement that would require Mr. McIff or the property owner to pay the funds when the City commissions the study.  
Councilmember Barnett pointed out that the property that will be affected by the detention basin is not all going to be developed at once, but at some point enough of that property is going to be developed that we are going to have to put the basin in.  The City is going to have to foot the bill for that basin at that time until and if the remainder of the property is developed and then we recoup money from the developers.  

Mr. Spendlove indicated that part of the study is already done.  As part of the airport design, they looked at the area that was buildable below the canal and made an estimate on the flow.  This study could be used to get a ratio, but we are lacking a cost estimate to build the retention.   

Mr. McIff was willing to pay $300 a lot for phase I for drainage with an agreement that the agreement would be revisited when phase II comes for approval or when someone else develops.  The $300 per lot could go into a capital improvement fund for the drainage in this area.  Councilmember Barnett stated that our ordinance forces the developer to control the wastewater on his property.  So he is going to have to spend whatever he has to spend to control wastewater on his property.  Mr. Creamer stated that we can give him an option.  
9:44:35 PM Councilmember Nielson moved to approve phase I of the Links Subdivision with the condition that an escrow will be established with a guarantee from the escrow agent in an amount sufficient to complete the required improvements determined necessary by Mayor Ogden, Mr. Creamer and the City Attorney and that $300 per lot in phase I will be paid toward the drainage capital improvement fund.  9:44:55 PM Councilmember Christensen moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye. 
16. MEETING ADJOURNED.  9:46:57 PM  At 9:46 p.m., Councilmember Christensen moved to adjourn.  Councilmember Arrington moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.
