Motion to increase the 2025 budget transfers to capital projects funds to $250,000 with the difference pulling from previous years’ general fund balance by Jayne, 2nd by Michael, vote was unanimous.

Old Business
	Fire Insurance Inspection Results: ISO inspector meeting went well, and the inspector felt that the district should bump up from class 7 to 6.  It can take a few months for that to process.

New Business
	Transparency Compliance Status: The wage report was rejected due to a formatting error.  Tiffany resubmitted the report and everything is now current. 

Treasurer/Financial Report
	Retirement Rate Approval: Motion to approve the 18.81% for Mike’s retirement and the state retirement rates for any future employees by Jayne, 2nd by Michael, vote was unanimous.

Fire Chief’s Report
	District Status: Boat upholstery is in the shop being reupholstered and should be done by mid-May.  Brush 44 batteries were replaced in rescue 40.  Three new firefighters have joined and are starting training.
	Purchase Requests: Several batteries were purchased this month.  A Bendix King radio was purchased for the new fire truck and an additional radio was purchased for the 6x6.
