Annual Audit Report: HBME gave a report of their audit. The highlights of the audit were an overall “Clean Opinion”, the net position of the shelter has improved by just over $100,000 most sitting in cash through revenue. The long term liability is the lease of the truck. The Compliance audit also had a “Clean Opinion” with no concerns.
2. Financial Report by Kierstan Munford. Kierstan would like to stop “crediting” cities for licensing sold and just include that as revenue. It will make it easier for cities to complete their budgets as it will be more uniform. Board members were agreeable but want it run past Spanish Fork and Springville first. 
3. Shelter Report by Kierstan Munford. Animal numbers were given and 2024 animal stats reported; total numbers, Return to Owner, Adoptions, etc. UACOA conference will be next week.
4. Public Comments. Tom Sinnott was there representing Best Friends. He wants the Shelter and Board to be open regarding the Community Cats and what Best Friends is trying to accomplish. Kari Malcovich wanted to know if BF is telling citizens that the cities and Shelter are working with them. He replied that yes, they are telling citizens this. Chief Jackson asked about low cost spay/neuter for owners. Tom stated that vouchers are offered for feral cats, not owned friendly cats. Chairman Hurst opened discussion for a round table. There was no discussion.
