Regular council meeting called to order at 6:30 P.M. Noting those present and stating that proper Notice & Agenda had been posted.

Minutes: Motion to approve by Co. Stewart, seconded by Co. Logston. Motion passed unanimously.

Petitions, Remonstrances & Communications:

Bids for property reclamation on Whitmore Drive. We have two bids on this and we have one more week of advertising on asbestos removal on this property. Motion by Co. Stewart that we table this until the next meeting, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.

Consideration and possible approval of Ordinance #2025-01 – Property Sale Ordinance. Co. Stewart states that the only change from last meeting was a grammar change and last meeting Christian states that he thought it was good to go. Motion to approve 2025-01 by Co. Logston, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.

Crack seal/seal coat. We went out looking for bids for this job. We may need to advertise this instead of calling. We only had one response on this. We will advertise for bids on this. Motion by Co. Stewart to table and advertise for bids, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously. The mayor states that this will be for Sunnyside this year.

Wildland Fire Packs. Co. Stewart states that all four have passed their wildland test. Cody believes we would need two different types of packs two will cost $525 and the other two around $390. We would like to get $2,000 approved and this would cover the packs and shipping. Co. Ferguson makes a motion to table this until we see a breakdown of the costs, seconded by Co. Stewart. Motion passed unanimously. 

Discussion on the Cemetery Ordinance. We will discuss this at the end of the meeting.
Moving of headstones in the cemetery. Both monument companies have agreed to move the headstones and make sure they are in line with the other headstones. I would like to have $1,000 to approve to get this done. Co. Stewart suggests that we go up to $1,200 just in case. Motion by Co. Stewart to approve and have Marrietti Monuments and Michelangelo Monuments come out and move headstones for up to $1,200, seconded by Co. Ferguson. Motion passed unanimously. 

Approval of the last 10 pages of the General Plan. Kenzie states that Planning and Zoning approved the last 10 pages at their meeting, and we just need council approval on this. Mayor asked for councils comments on this. Motion by Co. Stewart to table till the next meeting, seconded by Co. Logston. Motion passed unanimously.

Discussion on Cemetery Ordinance. There is a lot that needs to be changed in here. It is a lot to go thru right now. On section 7-5-1 we need to change the word deed in that section. 7-5-2 need to add Valley View Cemetery. 7-5-4 cemetery superintendent/sexton, Mayor shall appoint one and council approval of his recommendation. Page 2 section 4, section 7 add safety. Number 8 take out alleys and walks, number 9. Section 7-5-5.1 not sure if we need this in here. 7-5-2 registration of burials. 7-5-5.3. 7-5-5.4 regarding vaults. 7-5-5.7, 7-5-5.9 would like to possibly scratch the whole thing. 7-5-5.10 add sign that says no dogs allowed unless leashed. 7-5-5.13 no vegetation added a section regarding benches in the cemetery. 7-5-5.14 placement of primary markers 1. A. and 1.C., 7-5-5.14(2), 7-5-5.14(3) moving, removing, and adjusting the placement of monuments, does not agree with having the maintenance crew do this type of work. 7-5-5.15 scratch number 6. 7-5-5.15(1) number 2. 7-5-5.16 burials number 4 cremations, we do a full burial, and we allow two cremains on top of the full burial. 7-5-6.1 collection of fees the opening and closing fee is usually done by the funeral home. 7-5-6.3 purchase price and fees, we need to look at increasing the cost of our plots. We will review this further at another meeting.

Reports from council members, boards, and committees:

Co. Logston: would like to beautify the area where the cemetery sign is in the new cemetery. We need to spray weeds as soon as we can so we can get on top of the weed problem. We are ready for the students to come to the museum, and we will have treats for them on their visit. May 17th will be our cemetery clean-up day. 

Co. Ferguson: we talked about the bathrooms at the park, can we use the soap and towel dispensers in the bathrooms not being used in the west wing at the community center. We need to figure something out for this. Another reminder for the Grand Marshall by the first of May. Would like to have a work meeting in May for Community Daze. There is a vocal coach that would like to come up here and give lessons, can we use the community center. Mary North states that he can get a hold of her and she can talk to him. 

Co. Stewart: We have engines 1 and 2 back from repairs. We had four pass the wildland fire class. 

Co. Abeyta: the reservoir is sitting at 77” down and we are lower than last year at this time. The maintenance has been busy, they have properties thatched cleaned and fertilized. The window is installed in the community center, and the maintenance crew helped out with this. 

Mayor: Goes over the financials and where we are sitting thru the end of February. There has been some cleaning of city properties. We ordered backup batteries for the city hall offices. The IT company will be here on Thursday to finish up work at the new PD. We are working on getting prices on a new police vehicle. Have been working on grants for the marquee. We are working on getting internet at the maintenance shop to connect with the treatment plant. We found another home that was not hooked up to the sewer. Maintenance has been cleaning the tanks. Gary will be here on the 10th. We were talking about the water being shut off, we have collected over $21,000 in the last couple of weeks. Signed the contract for the street lighting upgrade with Rocky Mountain Power.
 
Old Business: everyone has a copy of two different proclamations on water restrictions. Asks the council for their opinion on what they would like to do with this. Co. Abeyta states that we should wait a couple of more weeks. We need to let people know that this will be coming. 

Payables: motion to approve by Co. Logston, seconded by Co. Stewart. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion to adjourn by Co. Stewart, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.
