Work Meeting 5:00 P.M. Ambulance Service Presentation.

Co. Robinett thanks Dr. Berger for being our Medical Director for our ambulance service. Co. Robinett also gives a history of the service in East Carbon. The first ambulance was donated in 1969 to Sunnyside City for the residents to have an ambulance service. Co. Robnett also explains the type of service our ambulance provides to the community. We are an ALS Service. We are now considered an essential service by the state legislature. Would like to show the community how important the EMT’s are and how much they are appreciated. Co. Robinett hands out awards and certificates to EMT’s and drivers with the help of Mayor Avery. Jenn Maestas also read a speech and presented Barbara Robinett with flowers for her years of service and also being director for our ambulance service. 

Regular meeting opened at 6:35 P.M.

Minutes: Motion to approve by Co. Ferguson, seconded by Co. Logston. Co. Robinett abstains from voting because she was not at the last meeting.
 
Petitions, Remonstrances & Communications:

Property reclamation on Whitmore Drive. We have three bids. We have a bid from A1 Environmental bid on asbestos removal. Motion was made by Co. Robinett to accept this bid, seconded by Co. Ferguson. Motion passed unanimously.

On the demolition of the property, we did receive two bids. One came in lower than the other, but we had to do some comparison between the two. $9,860 from Thayn and $11,050 from Young Dirt Artist. Motion by Co. Robinett that we approve the bid from Young Dirt Artist, seconded by Co. Logston. Motion passed unanimously.

Business License Application - Don Cook. This will be for a general contractor license. Brief discussion on getting the city business license for the renewal of his general contractor’s license. After review he is not required to have a state license before a city business license…. Motion by Co. Robinett to approve the business license, seconded by Co. Ferguson. Motion passed unanimously. 

Water Restrictions. We are going to go with the three days per week and even numbered homes will be Monday, Wednesday and Friday, and odd numbered homes will be Tuesday, Thursday, and Saturday. We will change the 8 P.M. to midnight to 7 P.M. to midnight. Motion by Co. Robinett, seconded by Co. Logston. Motion passed unanimously.

Weed and bug spray for city properties. Co. Logston states that we had already fertilized but this includes bug spray for all properties. Mayor states that we need to see where we are at budget wise before we approve this. Motion by Co. Ferguson to table this estimate, seconded by Co. Robinett. Motion was changed…Motion by Co. Robinett to approve the estimate pending review of the budget, seconded by Co. Ferguson. Motion passed unanimously.

Summer youth program. It is time to get a start on that. Council asks how many we are going to hire and what the pay is. Motion by Co. Robinett to go ahead with the summer youth program, seconded by Co. Logston. Motion passed unanimously.

Election contract with Carbon County. This is something that the state is requiring because the County is running the elections. Motion to approve by Co. Robinett, seconded by Co. Logston. Motion passed unanimously.

Fire contract with Carbon County. We do not have the contract in hand, the city’s budget for fire is $45,000 and the County will pay 50% of that to the city. Motion by Co. Robinett to accept the fire contract from Carbon County, seconded by Co. Logston. Motion passed unanimously.

Police truck. We have a new police vehicle picked out and ready to go for the next budget year. We need to get this to the dealership by this Friday in order to get into the queue for ordering. Motion by Co. Robinett to approve the police vehicle, seconded by Co. Logston. Motion passed unanimously.

Improved mini ex. The one we have now is not enough for the jobs that we have to do. We have a bid to exchange it out and it will be turbocharged so it will work at this altitude. The cost after trade in will be $28,090.94. This will come out of Class C Road money. Motion by Co. Robinett to approve the upgrade, seconded by Co. Ferguson. Motion passed unanimously.

Mayor states that the next two items would like to wait for a full council. Co. Robinett states that we can conduct business with three of us here. We would like to get the general plan item taken care of so it is finished. 

Approval of the last 10 pages of the General Plan. Co. Logston states that it is outdated with the information from the census. Motion to approve the last 10 pages of the general plan by Co. Robinett, seconded by Co. Logston. Christian asks if we had a public hearing on this? Kenzie states that the public hearings for this took place three years ago on this. Motion passed unanimously.

Reports from Council Members, Boards and Committees:

Co. Robinett: put off the sale of the two properties to the end of May, since it wasn’t advertised. There was not a quorum for the last Planning and Zoning meeting. Christian states that the Sunnyside Co Gen would still like to proceed with the annexation of their property. We need to have an annexation plan and we are working on getting things compiled for this. The plan needs to be approved by the Planning and Zoning committee first and then the City Council. Will have this ready for the planning meeting on the 14th of May. On our main ambulance we are having problems with the plugs and the batteries are going bad in the main ambulance. We will need to get some new batteries soon for the ambulance. We had a meeting for all public safety regarding suicide prevention. We did have a good turnout and after the meeting the EMS crew cleaned around the public safety building. Thanks to the Mayor for allowing the awards ceremony for EMS.

Co. Logston: The amendments to the cemetery ordinance will take some more time. We need to move forward with the third section and the surveying. Met with Grant and Cody about going from 10-12 ft on the plots. On the east and west sides and possibly some cremation plots, we may be able to get 30+ plots to sell. Grant and Cody are talking about getting crushed concrete for the Valley View cemetery parking lot and road, for 23 tons will be around $700. We have a couple of ranchers that are needing some water, we can talk about this at a later time. Talked to the principal and the visit for the kids will be May 19th at the museum. Cemetery clean up day will be May 17th, and everyone will need to provide their own gloves and tools, we will provide water. 

Co. Ferguson: reminder of the work meeting on May 6th and the Grand Marshall and would like to go over the checklist. 

Mayor: there have been a few of us that have been “dumped on.” This is a fundraiser that the elementary school is doing. At the Sunnyside Park ballpark the concession stand was wired up wrong. We are going to go in and replace things and get it ready to go. This will be considered the city’s donation. The pickleball is set up at the track and is ready to go. Mayor Kourainis and Mayor Avery met with the mayor of West Valley City. The crew is working on the vac truck. The reservoir is sitting at 69 1/2 “. Met with the Association of Governments about grants and what everyone needs. The collection on past due utilities is up to $30,000. Stephenson’s have been taking the metal at the transfer station. We are finally making some progress on the metal pile at the transfer station.
