BeOn is designed to enhance communication by integrating with UCA’s existing Network, including LTE networks and Wi-Fi, which are non-mission critical carriers. This will allow Utah’s first responders and citizens the ability to have service, anywhere, as long as they can see the sky. DISCUSS/APPROVE/DENY PLAN OF ACTION REGARDING LASAL STABLES CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT.

Commissioner Jensen discussed formulating a plan of action with regard to LaSal Stables.  As a County we want to see businesses thrive.  It has come to our attention that some people have been negatively affected by the business being conducted at LaSal Stables Short Term Rental/Event Center. A Business License was issued by Orangeville City as the short term rental house is within the city boundary.  The event portion is within the county boundary, however the business owners were told they did not need a county license as EC recognizes city licensure.  In a previous Commission Meeting the home owner next to the business came to the meeting to address concerns regarding the business being conducted.  Orangeville City representatives were also in attendance to address the city's license and their stand on the business. The city felt that it is a civil issue for the home owner and business owner to work out. The County is only concerned with that portion of the business that is within the County boundary. Both parties have been invited to meet and discuss a resolution. The business owners have addressed some of the issues expressed by the homeowners.  It was the consensus of the Commissioners that Jim Jennings, as the supervisor over business licensing contact each party and meet to come up with a plan of action to resolve some of the issues.  The County would like to mitigate the situation.  Commissioner Dennis Worwood made a motion to have Planning/Zoning Director Jim Jennings meet with the parties and recommend to the Commission a plan of action for mitigating the situation.
