1.  WELCOME:  Chairman Anderson

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Motion for approval of minutes from February 2025 was made by Commissioner Dastrup and seconded by Commissioner Crose.  Motion carried upon unanimous voting by Chairman Anderson, Commissioner Crose and Commissioner Dastrup.  

3. SUBDIVISION REVIEW:  Commission members started their review of the proposed Subdivision Ordinance with Section 10-1-107.  There were several questions regarding setting of fees, and putting together applications.  According to Mr. Morrison, Richfield has a flat fee of $350 and then $30 per lot after that.  The developer pays for all engineering. Lots of towns and cities will check with others before they set their own fees.   Mr. Morrison reported that Jones & DeMill Engineering serves as the Administrative Land Authority for several communities.  

As there was confusion regarding Section 10-1-113 Simple Lot Subdivision, Mr. Morrison said he would look into the possibility of using Chapter 5 & 6 of the current ordinance regarding this subject. 
There was concern about Glenwood Town needing to have an attorney to help with the rather complicated process of subdivision application, review and approval. Mr. Morrison recommended Todd Godfrey, who works for the Utah League of Cities and Towns. Glenwood will also be required to have a consultant and an engineer.  

Mr. Morrison offered to put together a flow chart or check list for the entire process.  

Review ended at Section 10-1-115, Street Requirements.  Mr. Morrison stated that if Glenwood Town had their own construction standards, they may not have to include Sections 115-119.  Planning and Zoning will need to review the current construction standards and compare them to the recommendations in the new ordinance.
