· DEPARTMENT REPORTS

A. Planning Commission : Kathleen Black 
1. Need To Redo The Commercial Zoning To Qualify Companies. 
2. We Also Need To Have A Formal Business Application Form 
3. It Was Brought Up By A. Ekker That We Need To Insure That All Water Users Of Sigurd Water Are In The Town Boundaries. Audie Also Asked If We Are Reading The Meter At The Gravel Pit. 

B. Maintenance: (Mike Stevens)
  1. Springs Cleaned: To Muddy To Work On At This Time
  2. Zenner Meter System: Mike Had Brad Christensen From Peterson Plumbing Come In And Talk About Using Zenner Meters In The New Subdivisions And Change Out The Master Meters We Have Now As They Wear Out. The New Meter And Radio Is About $320.00, If We Just Replace The Register Is $255.00 (And A Yearly Fee Of $6.00 Per Meter) This New System Will Be Able To Pull Data Hourly Right To The Office. And Also, Would Not Have To Drive The Whole Town Getting The Readings Each Month. It Will Also Let You Know Sooner If There Is A Water Leak.  We Could Also Put In On A Meter An Automatic Shutoff Valve If Needed For Repeat Offenders, On Water Bills. (Those Valve Is About $150.00 Plus An Adaptor Part. Or You Could Use It For Snowbirds. Or He Does Have A Lockout That Goes Completely Over The Meter. The Warranty On The Zenners Is 15 Yrs. Also The Batteries In These Meters Are Replaceable Too You Don’t Have To Replace The Whole Meter.
  3. Salt Canopy Installed:  Jerald Dastrup Is Going To Help Lift It In Place But Needs More Hands To Get It Completed.
  4. Mike Said He Has Been Working On A Number Of Sprinkler Leaks And Breaks For The Last Few Weeks. There Are 12 Sections But Can Only Find 8 Valves And Only 4 Sections Are Working. And All Have The      Same Color Wires So It Slow Going. Not Sure That There Are Drain Valves At The End Of Each Line Either.
Mike Ask That We Have A Sprinkler Company Come In And Fix All The Sprinkler Lines And Map Them Out.
