Chair Stephen Handy called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. and welcomed everyone to Ogden City.  He thanked Mayor Nadolski and the City Council members for their help in facilitating today’s meeting.

DEPARTMENT APPOINTMENT:

a.	Director of the Division of Consumer Purchasing and Merchandising.

Ms. Clason outlined the reasons for the organizational changes in the purchasing and merchandising areas.  She introduced Maggie Heile and gave an overview of her qualifications.  Ms. Clason asked that the commission consider approving the appointment of Ms. Heile as the Director of the Division of Consumer Purchasing and Merchandising.

Ms. Thue moved to approve the appointment of Maggie Heile as the Director of the Division of Consumer Purchasing and Merchandising.  Ms. Tarazon seconded the motion.  Mr. Handy asked for a roll call vote.  Mr. Handy, Ms. Tarazon, Ms. Orton, Ms. Tennert, Ms. Thue, Mr. Jacobson, and Ms. Owens voted yea.  The motion passed. 


UTAH STATE AUDIT REPORT FOR FY2025:

a.	Department of Alcoholic Beverage Services Agreed Upon Procedures.

Bertha Lui addressed the commission and introduced Utah State Auditor, Tina Cannon.  Ms. Cannon participated virtually and explained that her office is tasked with conducting annual audits in accordance with state statutes.  She introduced the team from her office that performed the audit.  

Bertha Lui, Jordan Kattelman, Joanna Soh, and Morgan Hirschi presented an overview of the findings and recommendations outlined in Report No. 25-01 Department of Alcoholic Beverage Services Agreed Upon Procedures.

Ms. Clason thanked Ms. Cannon and her staff for their thorough review and professionalism.  She provided an overview of the actions taken by the department in response to the audit.

The commissioners, Ms. Cannon, Ms. Lui, Mr. Kattelman, Ms. Clason, and Mr. Darrington discussed the findings and the specific actions being taken by the department.  

Ms. Orton moved to accept Report No. 25-01 Department of Alcoholic Beverage Services Agreed Upon Procedures as presented.  Ms. Thue seconded the motion.  Mr. Handy asked for a roll call vote.  Mr. Handy, Ms. Tarazon, Ms. Orton, Ms. Tennert, Ms. Thue, Mr. Jacobson, and Ms. Owens voted yea.  The motion passed.


FINANCIAL UPDATE: 

Mr. Darrington provided an update on the financials for Period 9 of FY2025.  He noted that revenues totaled $22,120,000, a 3% decrease from the previous year.  Expenses were also down 13%.  For the month, the department will return $9.5 million to the general fund.  In March, customers generated $149,499 for the Pamela Atkinson fund.

DEPARTMENT ORGANIZATIONAL CHART REVISIONS:

Ms. Clason outlined the organizational chart revisions including two new positions (Managing Director of Operations and Director of the Division of Consumer Purchasing & Merchandising) and the redesign of another position (Director of Finance and Administration).  She explained the four pillars of responsibility the department considered during the reorganizational process.

Ms. Thue moved to approve the revised organizational chart.  Ms. Tennert seconded the motion.  Mr. Handy asked for a roll call vote.  Mr. Handy, Ms. Orton, Ms. Tennert, Ms. Thue, Mr. Jacobson, and Ms. Owens voted yea.  The motion passed.


OPERATIONS UPDATE: 

Ms. Clason announced that the new Foothill store opened on March 31, 2025 and gave an overview of the opening event.
