1. Welcome and Introductions of Incoming Members
James Steed, Vicechair of the Utah Developmental Disabilities Council, welcomed everyone to the meeting and called it to order at 10:02 a.m. on December 3, 2024. This meeting is being held online with an anchor location at the UDDC office Murray, UT. In compliance with Utah’s Open Meeting laws, this meeting is being recorded in its entirety. This recording is classified as a public record. All UDDC motions and votes will be recorded in the minutes. 

James reminded citizen members that they are eligible for a stipend so talk to Rickie if you would like to get paid for participating in the meeting today.

Julie took attendance. 

James welcomed Greg and Alyssa to their first official UDDC meeting. James asked if they would like to share a bit about themselves, why they wanted to join the UDDC, what they hope to achieve and if they would like, share one interesting thing about themselves. Alyssa introduced themselves to the Council. 

As this is the first meeting of this fiscal year, James reminded everyone of the Council's responsibilities and appropriate meeting etiquette. 

2. Public Comment 
James called for public comment. No public comment was made. 

3. VOTE: Approval of the September 2024 Meeting Minutes
James called for any discussion about the meeting minutes. There was no discussion. James called for a motion to approve the September minutes. Ken Gourdin made the motion to approve the minutes with Lisa Wade second. All were in favor with no opposition or abstained. 

4. State Plan Development Summary and Call for Volunteers
Council Members were invited last month to attend a planning kick-off meeting for the development of the 2027-2031 State Plan. At that meeting, Council members worked to review the information they provided at the September meeting about priority areas. The areas that rose to the top were employment, community supports, housing, transportation, and health. Council Members were given a summary of the meeting in their materials, and it’s labeled UDDC State Plan Development Summary. Members discussed the requirements for collecting feedback and other development tasks. They reviewed how the UDDC has collected data, and they discussed possible methods to collect public feedback. At the kickoff meeting Council members came up with some initial questions that they should include in the survey. Alyssa took that information and created a mock-up of the survey. Alyssa shared the survey with the Council. There was discussion and feedback on the survey. Council Staff propose that the Council form a committee to carry out the tasks required and that the committee report back to the Council, and as a full body, they can make decisions. 

James asked if this was best for the Council’s time and resources. There was some discussion. The Plan to collect feedback is that the Council staff will distribute a short survey and use the data to schedule interviews with key informants. Those are people who are well-connected in a community and have a good understanding of services and needs. The next thing the Council members have to do is to form a development committee. Libby will send a follow up email for a call to volunteers to serve on this committee. 

5. Committee Reports
State Plan Implementation Committee – Committee discussed their operations. Alyssa will serve as chair of the state plan implementation committee and Roger will be vice chair. The Committee also spent most of the meeting discussing specific issues that the Council could influence for the next state plan. They shared those ideas with the members who attended the State Plan kick start meeting in November. 
Membership and Recognition Committee – Committee’s current focus is on Council member orientation to make more people comfortable. They are looking for 2-4 seasonal Council members to serve as volunteers. Libby will send a follow up email on that. Their spring forward is on the advocacy awards and the UDDC member recruitment in January 2025. In June 2025 the committee will be doing new Council member interviews.  
Policy and Legislative Engagement Committee – Committee will meet every 2 weeks during the legislative session. Mary shared some of the issues related to the Council’s policy priorities and updates. She also shared some key dates for trainings and the LCPD reception. 
Governance Committee – Committee discussed committee leadership and activities. Adina will be Chair and Ken Vice Chair. Their focus will be on the bylaws and articles. Their plan will be to review the bylaws of the next 2-3 committee meetings and then share with the full Council at the June meeting. 

6. Break 
Council members and staff took a 10-minute break.

7. Mindful Moment Mindful Moment – Eric Stoker
Eric guided the Council through a mindfulness technique that they can use when they need to regroup or feel calm. 

Greg introduced himself to the Council.

8. ICF/ID Settlement Update – Adina Zaradnikova 
Adina Zaradnikova and Laura Henrie from the Disability Law Center shared an update on the settlement. 

9. Overview of Post-Secondary Transition Services - Deanna Taylor 
Deanna Taylor shared an overview of the work she does at the Utah State Board of Education and also shared the post-secondary transition services website they created with the help of the Utah Parent Center.

10. UDDC budget and review of expenditure reports – Rickie Crandall
Rickie reviewed the budget and finances. 

11. Legislative Session Prep – Mary Urie
Mary helped the Council members get ready for the upcoming legislative general session that starts next month and shared the Council’s priorities for this upcoming legislative session. 

12. Executive Director Report – Libby Oseguera
Libby shared highlights from the first two months of this federal fiscal year. 


13. Break
Council Members took a 10-minute break. 

14. Round Robin – Members share current events and activities.
James opened the floor for members to share events and information. Julie mentioned that they are updating the Council member roster on the boards and commission website. If something has changed in their information please send her a conflict of interest form. James shared an update on his wheelchair and what was damaged when he got hit. Ashley Donham is working with mental health providers on collecting data for mental health and IDD. They will use the data to reach out to mental health programs. Ashley mentioned that she is doing monthly webinars on mental health. She has invited Julie to come and speak about Tetons and someone from Texas to come and talk. Amy Nance shared that the parent and caregiver survey the children with special health care needs is doing will be open until Sunday. Deanna Taylor announced the 2025 transition conference. The conference will take place at the Utah Valley Convention Center in Provo Utah and will be held on Tuesday June 10th and Wednesday June 11th 2025. There will be a youth engagement track and they want youth to be a part of the conference. Alyssa mentioned that the Bear River Association of Governments are concerned about transportation for people with intellectual and developmental disabilities. They are interested in talking with people from the Council to collaborate. Lisa Wade shared the Healthy Relationships Echo. The echo sessions take place on the last Monday of the month. There won’t be an echo session in December, but the next session will be on Monday January 27th.  

15. Executive Session- Executive Director Annual Evaluation
Council members now take the time to evaluate the UDDC Executive Director. 
Executive committee members were at the meeting to help Council members complete the form or to hear any comments Council members want to share and address any questions they may have. Council staff left the meeting so that the Council members may begin an executive session.
