ELECTED OFFICIALS REPORTS

Mayor Danny VanWagoner gave an update on Castle Dale City’s Special Needs playground. 
The park will be a one-of-a-kind special needs park measuring 133ft x 81ft.  CD City will maintain the grounds. They received $200,000 from Emery County for the park and raised an additional $50,000 in donations for the project that tops out at $395,000.  He thanked EC for their generous contribution to the project.

Commissioner Leonard talked about the upcoming Lunch and Learn to be held at Joes’Valley Dam where attendees will receive a history of the dam. 

Commissioner Worwood talked about the final walk through at the Huntington Senior Center on May 30, 2025.  The building should be ready to use in June.
