· Managers Note:
Mosquito Season is in full swing, with active surveillance and treatment occurring throughout the District.  Currently, we are observing lower-than-normal mosquito populations throughout our trapping areas.  However, we have seen a sharp uptick in non-biting midges throughout the District, and have received many calls from concerned citizens

As of the first week of June, the District will be fully staffed, with several starting the week of June 9th.  As the season progresses, we will have several employees who will depart early, but we are incredibly happy with our current crew.  

We have participated in several public relations events, including the Sego Lily Gardens Spring Fair and a visit to the Bingham Creek Library.  In June we will be at the following:

· Taylorsville Days – June 26th-28th 
We participated in the first Arboviral call of the season.  During the call, we were able to corroborate some of the observations we have been making with the other Districts.  Specifically, there was a strange and early increase in the Aedes Vexan population throughout the state. During the call, the state of Utah reported that Orapuche virus is now a CDC reportable disease in the state.
