· DEPARTMENT REPORTS

A. Planning Commission: (Kathleen Black) 
1. Planning Commission Is Wondering What The Council Would Like To See On The Commercial Zoning Ordinances They Are Asking For Input. Jennifer Put Together Some Suggestions For Them To Look Through, After Speaking With The Attorney.
2. The Planning Commission Do Feel That We Would Be Better Off To Not Change The Zoning Areas, Just Adjust The Policies Within The Ordinance 
3. They Are Also Working On The Annexation Of Other Properties Policies.

B. Maintenance: (Mike Stevens)
    1. Mike Is Out Of Town But Kelly Chappel Came In To Talk About Fixing The Water System And Getting The New Tank Back On Line. One Thing That They’re Going To Do Is Put A Blow Out Valve In The Wash Right Below The South Tanks And Chlorine Shed. They Are Also Going To Take Out The Clay Valve And Replace It With An Electronic Altitude Control Valve Which Will Eliminate The Pressure Difference. With A Booster Pump To Help The Chlorine Mix Volume Which Needs To Be At 40 Psi . Which We Are Not Maintaining  At This Point.
   With These Modifications  They Will Be Able To Modify The Plumbing To The New Tank To Incubus The Water From All The Springs Into The New Tank Instead Of By-Passing It With Them. Also The Over Flow Will Be At The New Tank Instead Of The South Tanks. And Will Not Be Chlorinated Which Is A Plus. Audie Asked If The Altitude Valve Will Work Off The Scada System  ? Kelly Said Yes. 
Kelly Would Like To Get Started As Soon As He Finds Out The Lead Time On The Two New Pump Systems. He Would Also Make Sure That Tyler From Moore Electric Will Help Get It All Done. 
Ensign Is Going To Cover The Cost Of Bartons Labor. But The Town Will Be Responsible For The Two Pumps Components. 
Gary Asked Kelly For Mike About Using The Runoff Water As A Secondary Water System, With An Open Reservoir. Kelly Said Its Possible But Could Be Costly. 
There Will Be Time The Supply Will Be Cut Off, But It Should Be For Just A Couple Hours
Mike Also Had Gary Ask “If The Altitude Valve Doesn’t Work Do You Have A Plan B To Kelly. Kelly Said If This Doesn’t Work Then There Must Be Something More Wrong With The Chlorinator And He Said We Might Have To Go To A Liquid Feed Chlorinator System With Hypo Chloride.  
   2. Salt Canopy: The Canopy Is Mounted And Ready. Jerald Dastrup And Jonathan And Kelly Alvey Helped Get It In Place Mike Would Like To Put Sides On It Before Winter.  

C. Fire: (Michele Visarraga)
1. Paul Wilkinson: Audie Asked Paul To Come And Help Us Rebuild The Fire Dept. He Has Been Associated With Fire Fighting Since He Was 16. Has A Degree In Fire Protection Engineering And A Bachelor Of Science Degree In Business Management. And Been As Far Up In The Ranks As A Division Chief.  
He Would Like To Visit The Fire Station, Talk With The Fire Dept Volunteers And Also Go Through The Inventory. Policies And Procedures Etc. get everyone on the same page, And Help Get The Department Back Up And Running.
