A. Public Hearing to amend the 2024-25 Fiscal Year Budget

B. Public Hearing Ordinance 2025-04
Amending Title 9, Building Regulations, Chapter 9.1 Building Code, Section 9.1.3, Building Permit Required of the Laketown Municipal Code; Providing for Repealer and Severability. Amending ordinance 1) to include a 180-day deadline for commencement of construction following the issuance of a building permit 2) outlining the building permit clearance process with the town 3) if suspension or abandonment of work on the building exceeds180 days the building permit will expire 4) any building permit that expires will require submission of a new building permit application and fees.
Mayor Weston called the Public Hearing to order at 7:11 PM
CM Willis read aloud the changes to the ordinance.  It was noted the following two grammar corrections: 1) on page 3 change “if “ to “in” on last sentence and 2) on page 3 2nd line change “person” to “personal”

C. Public Hearing Ordinance 2025-05
An Ordinance amending Title 7, Public Ways and Property, Chapter 7.1, Streets, Sidewalks and Public Ways, Section 7.17, Obstructions of the Laketown Municipal Code; providing for Repealer and Severability.
Amendments to Ordinance to include 1) definitions of Right of way, Personal Property and Stored, 2) It is unlawful to store personal property on the town right-of-way for more than fifteen (15) consecutive days, 3) Violation of this ordinance  constitutes a civil infraction and may result in a fine not exceeding five hundred dollars ($500) and 4) Each day the violation continues beyond the fifteen (15) day period shall constitute a separate offense
No public hearing was held for this ordinance
It will be tabled until after Planning and Zoning holds its Public Hearing in June on this ordinance and they can make their recommendations

D. Public Hearing Ordinance 2025-06
An Ordinance amending Title 12, Manufactured Homes, Chapter12.8, Storage and Use of Recreational Vehicles, Section 12.8.1, Definitions: Regulations: Penalties of the Laketown Municipal Code: Providing for Repealer and Severability







Amending the ordinance to allow property owners to store up to two (2) of their own currently registered recreational vehicles on their vacant lot.
Mayor Weston called the public hearing to order at 7:24 PM
CM Willis read aloud the changes and discussed the changes made to the town code.
Duane pointed out that the original draft of this ordinance allowed storage on a vacant lot for up to 4 recreational vehicles, but P&Z reduced the number to 2.
Questions and comments were taken from those in attendance.
Three concerns brought up were: 1) the road approach to the vacant lot 2) ordinance applies to all in town not just a neighbor picking on another neighbor and 3) who will enforce this ordinance.

CM Johnson reported that the Valley Implement has donated a sprinkler for the park.  CM Johnson has also been contacted by young women’s groups in need of service projects in our area.
