Departmental Reports:
EMT Supervisor Warren Archer gave a brief update.  They have had 56 runs so far this year.  All the maintenance is done on medical equipment and vehicles.  Warren also commented on updating the MOUs with the surrounding counties of Wayne, Garfield, and Sevier.
Road Supervisor Travis Kennedy gave his report to the commission.  They have started their summer grading.  Scott Coleman has asked to haul some clay out of the Kingston Clay Hill Mine.  It is $4.00 a ton.  Travis will supervise this.  Travis also discussed Bullion Road.  Mayor Bill Davis and Travis will coordinate with the Forest Service.
Recorder/Treasurer Shane Millett was present.  He had a brief discussion concerning the Deer Creek Cease and Desist that is in place.  The property needs to be in the name of the people trying to get the building permit.  He also discussed with the planning commission that our new ordinance does not allow Trailer parks in Agriculture zones.  Trevor Barnson made a few comments concerning commercial businesses.  

Shane also led a discussion on the use of AI in his office.  He mentioned a company that specializes in this.  Matt Wilbur was present and added comments.  They believe it would be affordable for Piute County.  $5000 on boarding cost.  Annual of $1000.  Total cost over a few years would be around $30,500.  Commissioner Dalton made some comments.

There are a few rules which include being 18 and under and they must live within Piute County to participate in the abatement program.  The County will refund the CD board for their share.

Trent also informed the commission that the weed grant has been submitted.
Sheriff Gleave has nothing to report.
County Attorney Scott Burns offered a few comments concerning the use of AI.  He also gave an update to the commission on a few major court cases.  
Andy Anderson gave a brief synopsis of the 1st annual Piute Arts Festival that will be happening in June.
Sarah Davenport Smith was in attendance with Utah UC3.  A Power Point presentation was given.  They are a new organization, the Utah Coalition of Cities and Counties, that offers full-service lobbying.  
Commissioner Steed makes a few comments, along with County Attorney Scott Burns.  The cost is based off the general fund budget.
Commissioner Steed would like to hold a discussion on the Butch Cassidy Power Line Project.  It was not on the agenda, but several interested parties are in attendance.  It concerns Easement options.  Commissioner Steed realizes it was not on the agenda but is continuing with a discussion.  
Initially the power will be running along 89.  McKay Morgan and Blaine, both interested parties, would like it to follow the county line and keep it away from 89.  A discussion was held concerning this option.  
McKay Morgan made several comments.  He is offering it to go through his property.  In return he would possibly get access for a potential power grid.  Blain also wants to hook onto the power.  
The initial work order was for power only to the Boyhood home.  
The initial easement plan requires agreement from 8-13 property owners.  If they change it to this other option presented it will only require 2 property owners.
Commissioner Steed made several comments and asked several questions.  
A representative from Rocky Mountain Power was present.  The contract includes 4 options to tap into the line.  The contract is for 10 years.

The work order is through Piute County although it is Garfield County land.
