Welcome 

Carine Clark welcomes the GOEO Board and calls the April 10th, 2025, GOEO Board Meeting to order and confirms quorum. 

Approval of the Minutes

MOTION: Carine Clark invited comments or correction to the previously distributed minutes of the February 13th, 2025, meeting minutes. No corrections were offered, and with no objection from the board, the minutes were adopted by unanimous consent.

EDTIF Updates

Coast (K-Dimensional Holdings, Inc.)
Jim Grover gives an overview of the company, describing a high-level view of the goals, and estimated benefits to the state. Jim states the project came from EDCUtah and introduces Rex Buys, Business Development Manager for EDCUtah, to speak about the company and project. Rex Buys gives an overview of the project and EDCUtah’s history with the company. 

Carine Clark welcomes representatives from Coast and asks for confirmation of who is present. Stephen Rosen, Head of Operations for Coast, confirms that he is the only representative present for Coast, and introduces himself and thanks the Board. Stephen Rosen gives an overview of the company and project. Carine Clark thanks Stephen then introduces Kellie Challburg, Assistant City Manager for Draper City. Kellie Challburg offers support for Coast on behalf of Draper City and its mayor. 

With no further questions or comments, the motion was read, and a roll-call vote was taken. 

Proposed Motion
The Governor's Office of Economic Opportunity Board recommends Coast (K-Dimensional Holdings, Inc.), for an EDTIF post-performance refundable tax incentive. This incentive is not to exceed 20 years and a 15% reduction in state tax paid on new state tax revenue above the baseline established for the preceding 12 months. New state revenue is projected to be $9,801,728 over 20 years.

Brigham Tomco makes the motion and Vic Hockett seconds. Aye votes were recorded from Brigham Tomco, Vic Hockett, Jesse Turley, and Carine Clark. No nay votes were recorded, and the motion passed. 

Congratulations were given for the successful approval of the company’s EDTIF.

Representatives from the companies were excused.


KBR Wyle Services, LLC (Wyle, Inc.)
Daniel Royal gives an overview of the company and project. Carine Clark asks Daniel which representatives from the company are at the meeting. Daniel confirms a few company representatives are there, along with their consultants from Ryan LLC, and hopefully the mayor of Clearfield City will join. Carine Clark suggests that company representatives are introduced while Daniel tries to contact Mayor of Clearfield City, Mark Shepard. Kelly Akins introduces Michael Cain and Tiffany Ryan from KBR and Paul Kim and Tyler Tomlison from Ryan LLC, then confirms that Tiffany Ryan will be giving the presentation. Tiffany Ryan provides a brief overview of the company and project. 

Carine Clark invites Mark Shepard, Clearfield City Mayor, to speak. Mark Shepard offers support for the project on behalf of Clearfield City. 

With no questions or comments from the board, the motion was read, and a roll-call vote was taken.

Proposed Motion
The Governor's Office of Economic Opportunity Board recommends KBR Wyle Services, LLC (Wyle, Inc.), for an EDTIF post-performance refundable tax incentive. This incentive is not to exceed 20 years and a 30% reduction in state tax paid on new state tax revenue above the baseline established for the preceding 12 months. New state revenue is projected to be $9,969,863 over 20 years.

Vic Hockett makes the motion and Brigham Tomco seconds. Aye votes were recorded from Kira Slawson, Brigham Tomco, Vic Hockett, Jesse Turley, and Carine Clark. No nay votes were recorded, and the motion passed.

Jesse Turley makes the motion and Brigham Tomco seconds. Aye votes were recorded from Kira Slawson, Brigham Tomco, Vic Hockett, Jesse Turley, and Carine Clark. No nay votes were recorded, and the motion passed.


Incentives Data Update
Kelly Akins presents data for EDTIF’s KPI progress thus far. Jim Grover comments about the data slide regarding incentives by county class, stating that GOEO is expecting more incentives in rural Utah, which is considered classes 3rd, 4th, and 5th. Vic Hockett raises a question regarding targeted industries and whether we have data to show that job growth in those industries through the state incentives compared to job growth without incentives. Olivia Midgley, Data Manager for GOEO, confirms we do have access to that data. Jim Grover adds that Kem C. Gardner produces data based on targeted industry and if GOEO has some time to refine that data, we would be happy to share it. Vic Hockett asks to include a third element to the request which is to include DWS (Dept. of Workforce Services) projection for each industry cluster. Jim Grover suggestions that him and Vic meet again to go over this request, and thanks Vic for the request. With no further questions, Carine thanks Kelly and suggests they move on to the next topic. 

Statewide Water Index
Jim Grover introduces Tage Flint, Water Engineer, and explains that GOEO has been working with Tage since Utah went through its drought period 3 years ago, noting that economic growth cannot prosper without water, and through Tage GOEO is able to better understand the water districts and make smarter choices. Tage Flint provides a brief history of his relationship with GOEO then gives a presentation with slides regarding potential high-water consumption. With no further questions, Carine thanks Tage and suggests they move on to the next topic.

Utah Inland Port Authority
Jim Grover confirms that Ben Hart, Executive Director of UIPA, is not present yet. Carine Clark suggests that they go on to the next topic.

GOEO Updates
Carine Clark confirms that Jim Grover will present updates since Ryan Starks is unable to be at the meeting. Jim Grover begins by transitioning Tage’s update on water into GOEO’s first update, stating that GOEO is very pleased with the guidelines Tage has provided. 

Jim Grover updates the Board on a statutory change regarding Washington county, and its transfer from county class 2 to county class 3, and how that affects the EDTIF requirements, specifically that a targeted industry is no longer required, and the wage requirement going from 110% to 100% of the average county wage. With that change, there may be an increase in incentives for Washington county and with that there will be concerns about water, which we will continue to work through with Tage Flint. 

Jim Grover presents a slide with pictures, sharing two groundbreaking events that occurred recently for Williams International and the Huntsman Cancer Institute Vinyard. Jim Grover asks Carine Clark if she would like to speak about the Huntsman Cancer Institute Vinyard. Carine shares her gratitude for Huntsman Cancer Institute and expresses support for their new location in Utah county, which enables others not to travel as far as she did to receive cancer treatment. Jim thanks Carine for sharing. 

Jim Grover presents a slide with pictures regarding the Canada Trade Mission in Montreal and Toronto and explains that Ryan Starks is currently attending this event with the Governor in Canada. Jim confirms the trip has been successful, resulting in documentation and MOUs from various groups. 

Jim Grover presents a slide with pictures regarding a legislative requirement for a convention center reinvestment zone. This provides an opportunity for GOEO to facilitate the approval of $1.8 million for the convention center based on convention center purposes. 

Jim Grover presents a slide with the names, titles, and pictures of the GOEO economic growth team, and introduces new team member, Jen Wakeland. Jim explains that Jen Wakeland will be a Business Development Director focusing on Southern Utah.

Jim Grover presents a slide with the names and pictures of three departing Board members: Brad Bonham, Katelin Roberts, and Kira Slawson. Jim expresses gratitude for their continued support and unique contributions to the Board. Carine Clark expresses a personal loss for the departing members since she finds joy through friendships with colleagues and expresses gratitude to each departing member. Kira Slawson is the only departing member present at the meeting and expresses her gratitude to Carine Clark and the rest of the Board. 

Jim Grover states that Ben Hart could be ready to present soon, however Carine Clark confirms that the meeting is ending, and unless Ben is ready to present at this moment, then the Board will invite him to present at the next Board meeting instead. Jim confirms Ben Hart will be present at the next meeting.  

Carine Clark asks the Board members if they have any questions. With no questions or comments, the Board meeting is adjourned.
