WELCOME:
In the absence of the Chair and Vice-Chair, Susan Smith started to conduct the meeting.

MINUTES:


Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve the minutes of the Library Board meeting held September 16, 2014.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

Mrs. Summerhays arrived and conducted the rest of the meeting.

HOLIDAY CLOSURES - PROPOSED:
Mrs. Sanford went over the County’s holiday schedule (Davis County Personnel Policies and Procedures #110) and said the Libraries will be closed Tuesday, November 11 for Veteran’s Day, and Thursday, November 27 and Friday, November 28, for Thanksgiving.  As per policy the Libraries will be closed Thursday, December 25, and Friday, December 26.  The Libraries will be open from 10:00 am to 5:00 pm on December 24.  We will follow the same schedule on Wednesday, December 31 (open from 10:00 am to 5:00 pm) and close the libraries on Thursday, January 1, 2015. All other days will be normal work schedules.  Mr. Woodward made a motion to follow proposed County schedule.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
BOARD MEETING SCHEDULE 2015 – PROPOSED:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board our Board meetings have been scheduled for the third Tuesday of each month at 8:00 am at the Headquarters Library unless otherwise posted.  After some discussion Mr. Woodward made a motion to approve Board meetings at that time.  Commissioner Downs seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
MATERIALS SELECTION POLICIES – PROPOSED CHANGES:
Mrs. Sanford went over the proposed changes to policies #130, #140 and #160 of the Materials Selection Policy.  The changes will give us the ability to provide access of digital materials to our patrons.  We will make available a PDF copy of a title that may be downloaded by our patrons and will involve no extra cost.  All titles will fall under the same selection process as other material in the Library.  It will provide a unique service to our patrons.  After Board discussion Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve the changes as presented.  Mrs. Morgan seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.  
KAYSVILLE BRANCH – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford updated the Board on the new Kaysville Branch.  The project is moving along and the footing and foundation installation should be completed by the end of the week.  The steel is being ordered and it is anticipated that the framing should be done by mid-December.  They will soon be pouring a new approach which will be blocked off until after construction is finished.  The tentative calendar indicates that the building will be ready for occupancy at the end of June, 2015, with a mid-August opening.  The FFE (furniture, fixtures and equipment) committee continues to meet to discuss art elements and furnishings.  The shelving RFP is currently out and bids will be opened during the Commission meeting on November 4, 2014.
CHILDREN’S SERVICES - UPDATE:

The Children’s Committee is busy planning the Summer Reading Program for 2015.  The theme is Every Hero has a Story.  There is a Readathon planned for March 2015, and a Photography Program for Young Adults in January 2015.
TECHNOLOGY – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford reported that we have run into a snag with the new Enterprise program.  We are trying to resolve problems related to checking out eAudio books on certain devices.

We are also moving forward in discussion about using credit cards for payments.  We have been working with the Treasurer’s office and the Information Systems Department.

RATIFICATION OF BILLS – AUGUST 2014, SEPTEMBER 2014:

Mr. Woodward made a motion to ratify the bills paid in August 2014 in the amount of $584,441.48 and September 2014 in the amount of $541.301.47.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Mrs. Sanford reminded the Board that the Library’s budget was presented to the budget committee on October 8, 2014.  Commissioner Downs told the Board that Mrs. Sanford did an amazing job presenting the Library’s budget.  The official budget hearing is scheduled for Tuesday, December 9, 2014 at 6:00 pm.
ADJOURNMENT:

Mr. Tucker made a motion to adjourn at 8:35 a.m.  Mrs. Morgan seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.
