Regular council meeting was called to order at 6:30 P.M. Noting those present and stating that proper Notice & Agenda had been posted.

Minutes: Motion was made Co. Logston to approve minutes, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.

Petitions, Remonstrances and Communications:

Dale Andrews – Grassy Trail Riding Club. Motion by Co. Robinett to approve $500 donation to riding club for the Community Daze Rodeo, seconded by Co. Stewart. Motion passed unanimously.

Dale Andrews asks if we have heard anything from the County on them repairing the road up the canyon and repairing the culvert. 

Street signs for Sunnyside. The bid came $1744.80 from Safety Supply and Sign. Motion was made by Co. Robinett to approve the bid from Safety Supply and Sign, seconded by Co. Stewart. Motion passed unanimously.

Crack seal/seal coat for Sunnyside for $38,000. This will come out of Class C Road monies. Motion was made by Co. Stewart to approve the bid from Rassmussen Excavation for seal coat/crack seal, seconded by Co. Logston. Motion passed unanimously.

Mayor states that we did get the lab results from the burned house and will get with the landfill to go over this with them. Co. Robinett asks if this bid from Shay Young includes the dumping at the landfill. Mayor states that there will be no extra fees for Shay to dump at the landfill. Mayor will meet with them tomorrow and get all of the details. 

Mayor goes over the raises with the council. The first one we consider is the COLA increase. Co. Robinett states that it is at 2.5% according to the state. Mayor states that we have it at 3%. Mayor states that there are also retention increases and advancements and promotions and the annual raise. Keep in mind that the council approves these things and we do it one time per year. As far as evaluations go, I am doing them every day. The Chief and Mayor met with Gary, Cody and Mayor met with Gary and Liz and Mayor met with Gary over the phone to discuss what to do with their departments. I wanted to review what we talked about on overtime at the last meeting. 48 for office staff for 10 months. Lift assists with the fire department, are there any issues with this? Co. Stewart states that he has not heard any complaints. Co. Robinett states that no one showed up to prior to lift assists until they started getting paid. Co. Robinett states that she will page out her EMT’s to get paid for the lift assists. If dispatch pages out fire for a lift assist without the ambulance calling for it, who is paying for that? Grant states that Mary has made a schedule for the fire department for lift assists. Now the subject of paying Mary for on call wages. Co. Robinett states that she gets paid for the run, but she does not get paid for the on-call hours. Do we want her to have the $2 on call wage while she is working? Mayor states that yes, there is no double dipping. Co. Robinett states that she will have to check on this. 

Reports from council:

Co. Robinett:  We had Planning and Zoning last week. We went over the annexation plan with Christian. There will be a work meeting next week. Todd thorne will be at the next meeting. At our next meeting we will have a public hearing on the annexation, which will be in July before we can approve this. Co. Stewart asks if it is a larger parcel of property than what the power plant wants. Kenzie states that it is, we wanted to approve a broader area. Tomorrow is a luncheon for EMS week. All emergency services are invited. If council wants to attend they are welcome. On the ambulance we are still having trouble with the plugs and charging. On the property that was advertised it should have been .14 acres and .09. We will put this in the newsletter, and we will have this on the first meeting in June. 

Co. logston: Pat Hyita’s family came to the museum today and showed us a binder with all of the Dragerton Chronicle and a bunch of old pictures. We had the elementary students visit the museum. There were 80 people that came, staff and students. The kiosk hopefully will be ready for Memorial weekend. We had the cemetery clean up on Saturday and we had 9 people show up. We are going to put flags up on Thursday and and line the cemetery on Friday. Monday morning the American Legion will be here to do their ceremony. Jones & Demille met with us to go over the new section of the cemetery. They are going to survey it and have markers placed so we can start selling plots. We have been able to add a row all the way down. It will work out really well. They will do this in about two to three weeks. During the clean up there was metal and broken glass in the cemetery. This is a danger for the maintenance crew when they are mowing. 

Co. Ferguson: Excused

Co. Stewart: Grant has been appointed the new Assistant Fire Chief. Co. Robinett asks what happened with Aydan. Co. Stewart states that it is something that the Chief has decided and will not discuss in a public meeting. Grant states that the PTO is out on engine 1.

Co. Abeyta: The left-hand fork, we think because of mining, has lost water. We were asked about the inlet and the pipes that are going into the reservoir. Bert states that they were probably the ones that were put in when it was built. On the 28th they are coming out to go over the problems and repairs at the new plant. We shouldn’t be responsible for paying for any of these repairs. The guys are going to change out sprinklers for water saving sprinklers. We will get a price on these. The new mini ex is working out great. 

Mayor: Thanks to Jesse Pantelakis for the show he had at the park. He was able to recoup his money that he put out for the show. Chief leonard shows an award that the PD received from Lexipol for excellent policy management. DARE graduation was really nice and had great attendance. Went in to sign the fire contract and ended up not signing it. Still hung up on the fire chief’s fund. Price City will fund the chief’s association. The concession stand is all wired up. We will call for an inspection and hook up. We are going to hire the kids and put them to work on Tuesday next week. Jason states that we received three more applications today. Clean up has started and Mary has started pushing the warnings to get things moving. Budget hearing on June 11th here at 6:30. This lead survey that we have been working on is done. Co. Robinett asks what happens if lead is found in the lines. Grant explains that they will compile all of the information and determine how many connections will need to be replaced and how much money will be granted to have them replaced. The city will not have to pay for anything with this project. Sunrise Engineering has been doing the project, and they have been funded to do this. Linda is writing grants for the water tank and sidewalks. 

Payables: Motion to approve by Co. Robinett, seconded by Co. Stewart. Motion passed unanimously.
