Fire Chief’s report by Batallion Chief d’Ambrosio:  YTD only 11 days without a call, fire and EMS calls up countywide, per slides provided, anticipate payment required by Dispatch, details forthcoming.  EMT, Advanced EMT classes ongoing, 4 additional paramedics brought onto department.  Equipment repairs, possible sale of old Brush Truck.  Winter fire school, hazmat, wildland schools completed, records being updated, Engine Boss arriving Apr 1. Engine workshop 30 March, Dammeron & Veyo.  4 more reserves, still trying to cover shifts.  REM module coming on board, rope tech training in March.  Facilities:  generator needed.  Grant work in process.  Radios, in transition for compliance with County and State, additional resources will be required, need 1 new radio/month.  Deadline for transition 1 Sept 2024, noted as an unfunded mandate.  Shortage of staffing nearly caused closure of station during prior week, avoided.  Santa Clara also facing shortages, can affect their backup to Dammeron.  Gold Cross ambulance currently in Veyo Fire Station 8am-8pm.  Staffing and funding shortage #1 problem facing Dept.  Safety of firefighters and residents at risk during “brownouts”.  Appreciation expressed to Dept for all that is done, despite challenges.
