Opening And Consideration Of Sealed Bids For The Salvage Rights And Removal Of Two Steel Building And One Wood Building Located At The Duchesne County Fairgrounds

Commissioner Wood opened a bid received from Jack Thomas for a steel building in the amount of $450.00 which is the building in the middle of the three.  Commissioner Peatross stated that the buildings are connected and suggested having Supervisor Jenkins visit the site and discuss their plans and demolition.  We aren’t going to act until we come up with a total plan of the project.  Agenda item was postponed by general consent. 
Public Works/Landfill Update
Director Murphy reported that the Road Department is working on putting fill down at the Justice Center.  They are finishing Mortensen Lane (CR 52) and edging.
