1.  Open Meeting
Chairman Pratt called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

3. Discussion:

Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan
Presented by Bucky Whitehouse, Emergency Services Director

Mr. Whitehouse passed out information to the City Council regarding a mitigation plan.  He explained that it is necessary for counties and cities to have a mitigation plan to be eligible for federal reimbursement (FEMA) in the event of a disaster.  Tooele County is part of the Wasatch Front Region.  The Wasatch Front Regional plan expires November 20, 2014.  Mr. Whitehouse explained that he would like to build a planning team to conduct a risk assessment, develop a mitigation strategy, and adopt a plan.  
Councilman McCall expressed an interest in serving on this team.  Mr. Baker will add the “Pre-Disaster Mitigation Team member” to the Council’s board assignments so that a council member may be assigned each year.  The Mayor stated that the City would definitely support the development of this plan.  
Mr. Whitehouse also handed out an “Elected Officials’ Guide to Emergencies and Disasters” for reference.  Mr. Whitehouse also asked for a member of the staff to join the team.  He went on to say that he will provide a model Memorandum of Understanding, or Agreement, for the council to adopt.  Mr. Baker requested the opportunity to review the draft Agreement when it becomes available.  
· Resolution 2014-49 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Adopting Nuisance Abatement Fees
Presented by Jim Bolser

Mr. Bolser stated that at the last meeting, the Council adopted a new nuisance abatement ordinance, which included the elimination of the fees listed in the ordinance.  This resolution is intended to serve as a bridge document to have some fees in place until the abatement fees can be examined to see if they need to be amended.  Another resolution will be brought before the Council for consideration once that work has been done to formally include them in the city’s fee schedule.   

· Resolution 2014- (from ULCT) to Support Increased Transportation Funding

Presented by Roger Baker

Mr. Baker explained that he and Councilman Pruden attended the Utah League of Cities and Towns meeting, where they discussed this resolution.  The League would like every city and town in Utah to adopt a resolution similar to the model resolutions provided.  It is the League’s hope that this will help legislators and constituents to understand proposed legislation regarding increased transportation funding.  The purpose of the League’s campaign is to implement a quarter cent local option sales tax to be used for transportation costs.  Although the tax would be collected by the State, it would go to municipalities.  Mr. Baker went on to say that he will work with Mr. Bolser, discuss road projects, and bring back a Resolution to the Council for consideration at a later meeting.   
The Mayor indicated that the League asked cities to donate towards this campaign.  The donation for Tooele City may be $1,000.  

Councilwoman Winn asked how much revenue this tax increase would generate for Tooele City.  Mr. Baker answered that he would try to find out.  

Councilman Wardle stated that he felt like it was a good idea because it would bring in funding for roads.  He liked the fact that the League is bringing a coalition together.  
Councilman McCall expressed frustration that Tooele has never benefitted by the ULCT in the past, or the Wasatch Front Region.  He went on to say that even when Tooele has asked the League for assistance, they have not responded.

· Interceptor “A” Sewer Manhole Replacement

Presented by Paul Hansen

Mr. Hansen stated that Tooele City, in the late 1990s, constructed a sewer line that went from the old sewer facility to the new Water Reclamation Facility.  The manholes that were installed were traditional concrete.  It has been discovered that some of the concrete manholes have deteriorated over time, and pose the risk of collapsing in on themselves.  The City is proposing to install polymer manholes, which are less likely to be affected by sewer gasses.  The polymer product has a 50 year warranty.  Staff proposes that the City purchase the manholes directly from the manufacturer in order to save costs.  The cost for materials is $29,457.  This cost does not include taxes.  Mr. Hansen explained that bids to install the manholes have been requested, and will be received back on Friday.  Mr. Hansen estimated the cost of the installation to be about $25,000.  The preauthorization will allow the City to order the materials.  At the next Council meeting, a contract and invoice will be brought before the Council. 
4. Council Reports

Councilman Pruden stated that the arts council is getting ready for Fridays on Vine.  He has had a request to have Peter Breinholt perform.  Auditions were held for the arts council’s Christmas program.  It will be held on December 8th, at the high school auditorium.  The arts council is getting ready to receive grant applications.  

Councilman Wardle stated that the Council of Governments meeting was cancelled.  The new USU building is going up and should be finished in 2015.  USU has had to do some lobbying for the Tooele campus.  USU is trying to get legislation in place so that the regional campuses won't be fighting against each other.  This would allow for a more cohesive way to lobby for professorships, buildings, etc.  USU is also talking about restructuring their board.  

Councilwoman Winn met with the North Tooele Special Service District (NTSSD).  Brent Rose was at the meeting and informed them that he is working on the paperwork to remove the land originally put in the NTSSD but has been removed by the settlement agreement with Tooele Associates.  Mr. Rose has talked with Mr. Bolser, asking for a map of the district.  Mr. Bolser indicated that the map is done.  Mr. Baker added that the legal description is almost done.  Councilwoman Winn met with the Communities that Care (CTC) board.  She stated that the board is thrilled with how well Guiding Good Choices (GGC) classes are going.  They have seen an increase in families taking and completing the class.  CTC is working with the Rotary Club, holding a contest with schools.  The top two schools that have the most families complete the GGC class will receive $750.  Last year there were 8 families complete the class September through November, This year, during the same time frame, 27 families have completed the class.  Last year the total number of families completing the class was 31, this year 46 have completed the class already.  CTC is also involved in the QPR program, which is a wonderful suicide prevention program.  After 5 months, over 1,000 people have been trained in this program.  The health department took the class today.  Amy Bate is over a new grant, a PCN campaign, stressing positive norms.  She will be working with Heidi Peterson, CTC Director, to promote the QPR program.  

Councilman McCall stated that the library board has not met.

Chairman Pratt stated that the Council of Aging met in Wendover this month so he was unable to attend.  Ann Smith is the new chairman of the Council of Aging board.  Chairman Pratt stated that Linda McBeth did a great job as chair last year.  The Council of Aging reviewed their bylaws at the Wendover meeting.   

5.  Close Meeting to Discuss Property Acquisition and Litigation
Councilman McCall moved to close the meeting to discuss property acquisition and litigation.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, Councilman McCall, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.  The meeting closed at 5:53 p.m.

No minutes were taken on these items.
6.  Adjourn
Councilman Wardle moved to adjourn the meeting.  Councilman McCall seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, Chairman Pratt, “Aye”, Councilman McCall, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, and Councilman Pruden, “Aye.”  The meeting adjourned at 6:55 p.m.
