APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES – FEBRUARY AND MARCH 2025
Chairperson Beau Hancock inquired of Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin if there were any expenditures that were out of the norm. Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that $600 was taken from the Voucher program to open two bank accounts for Meadowlark Acres and that the $600 would be returned to the Voucher account once Meadowlark Acres began receiving money.

Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that Kings Peak and Cottonwood Creek had both been reimbursements for overpayments on escrows.
Commissioner Lynn Snow inquired as to why the expenses for Country Haven Rental for November 2024 had increased. Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that in November Dan Womack is paid an annual amount of $600.00 for maintenance he has performed at Country Haven Rentals during the year.

Commissioner Lynn Snow noted that for the Voucher program for July 2024 the expenses were nearly double what they had been. Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that in July 2024 there was an expense of $7,766 to renew the software program that is critical to run the Voucher program.
Commissioner Lynn Snow noted that for the Voucher program for August 2024 there was an increase from the usual amount. Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that in August 2024 the annual amount of $4,240 was paid to renew the liability insurance.

Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that in September 2024, $1,333 was spent to purchase checks. In October of 2024 there was a payment of $8,600 for the annual financial audit. In December 2024 there was extra money given to us from HUD due to the increase of HAP money being paid in behalf of Voucher participants.
