1. Welcome and Pledge of Allegiance

Mr. Wright welcomed Council members in attendance to the May 22, 2025 Advisory Council meeting. USDB recently celebrated a big day.
Congratulations class of 2025. Mr. Allebest led the Council in the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Public Comments

There were no public comments.

ACTION ITEMS
3. Consent Calendar

Mr. Wright asked Council members if they had any questions or concerns with the May 22, 2025 consent calendar. Mr. Montalette made a motion to accept the Advisory Council minutes for April 24, 2025 and the Vacancy Report as of May 15, 2025. Mr. Allebest seconded the motion. Voting was unanimous. Motion carried.

4. Enrichment Fund Request

Ms. Patten reviewed an Enrichment Funds request with Council members. The amount is for $1,100 for flights to Los Angeles to attend the National Braille Challenge for Mr. & Mrs. Mundy, student qualifier Duke Mundy and sibling Skylee Mundy. In the past we have paid for one parent and the student who has qualified. Ms. Patten feels this is a good use of Enrichment funds. Mr. Montalette asked what the braille challenge consisted of. Ms. Patten noted that the Braille Challenge is an annual two-stage Braille literacy competition designed to motivate blind students to emphasize their study of Braille. The program parallels the importance and educational purpose of a spelling bee for sighted children.
Following the explanation Mr Montalette made a motion to approve the application for the use of Enrichment funds. Ms. Querry seconded the motion. Voting was unanimous. Motion carried. Mr. Wright asked if we could have a follow-up in August to hear how Duke did in the Braille Challenge.

5. FY25 (Period 10) Monthly Budget Update as of April 31, 2025

Ms. Summers welcomed everyone to the May 22, 2025 Advisory Council meeting. Ms. Summers notified the Council that year to date expenditures for FY2025 are $51,230,806 as of April 31, 2025. All areas covered in the Financial Report are operationally capable, with a remaining budget balance of
$$10,747,694. We have really started cutting back on expenses and out-of-state travel. Ms. Summers asked the Council if there were any questions or concerns regarding the Financial Report. There were no questions or concerns regarding the Financial Report from Council members.

Ms. Summers reviewed the status of the Education Foundation as of April 31, 2025. The balance was $1,223,154. Ms. Summers asked the Council if there were any questions or concerns regarding the Education Foundation funds.
There were no questions or concerns regarding the Education Foundation from Council members.

Ms. Summers reviewed the status of Enrichment Funds as of April 31, 2025. USDB has spent approximately $(867,487) of its beginning balance of its annual FY25 Enrichment Funds budget of $1,052,781 leaving a balance of $766,547.
We receive an electronic wire transfer each quarter, so that total will continue to increase as the fiscal year goes on. All remaining Enrichment Funds will be forwarded to the next fiscal year. Ms. Summers asked the Council if there were any questions or concerns regarding the Enrichment Funds.

Mr. Montalette asked about the leftover money from the Japan trip of $13,720. What happens to the funds? Dr. Tanner noted that it will just go into the pool. We will use the remaining balance of this year and then find out what we will receive from the land trust and make a plan once we know what the hard numbers will be. Mr. Montalette asked if that will affect the deaf mentor program. Ms. Patten noted that we will be asking the board for what was on the original FY26 list. There were no further questions or concerns regarding the Enrichment Funds expenditures from Council members.

6. USDB Subcommittee Update

Member Wood provided an update on the USDB subcommittee. The committee meeting will be next Tuesday. You can listen to the meeting via YouTube. We are hoping that the Legislative Fiscal analyst will brief us. We will finalize the work committee soon. We will provide a presentation in October to the Public Education Appropriation committee in October and to the Executive

Appropriation committee in November. USDB finances will be moved under USBE. We are trying to decide what will best serve USDB moving forward. Mr. Montalette thanked Member Wood for signing at the USDB graduation today. It was beautiful.

7. Expanded Core Services Travel Programs

Ms. Patten introduced Ms. Becky Weeks and Ms. Kathy Bingham who will be presenting on the USB Epic Road trip and the Stateside Adventure. It is a travel program designed to meet the needs of students who need a modified curriculum, and moderate to maximum support needs.
Application process:
· Students were provided with a modified copy of the Expanded Core Guide to applications prior to applying
· Students were encouraged to ask for support from parents and their teacher of students with visual impairment to complete the application
· Google Form
· Interview - students provided the questions in advance to prepare 2 students applied and both were accepted

Epic Road Trip - Gooding, ID

The program includes pre-trip preparation, such as in-person sessions for van familiarization and modified interviews. Two students participated in the trip, which focused on expanded core learning, inclusiveness, and independent living skills. The itinerary included typical road trip experiences like convenience store visits, rest stops, and sightseeing. Students learned hotel and restaurant etiquette, and visited the Idaho School for the Blind. Interviews with participants Kennedy and Adam reveal increased independence, social skills, and confidence gained from the experience.

Mr. Montalette asked why the students wanted to go. They were excited to go to the Idaho School for the Blind. Mr. Wright wondered what the ages of the students were. This trip was for students ages 16-21.

Stateside Adventure - San Francisco, CA

The group discussed their recent trip to and around San Francisco. Kelsey, Tino, and Reese share their experiences, highlighting what they learned about navigation, booking accommodations, and problem-solving. They describe their impressions of San Francisco, including its unique hilly terrain and attractions like Fisherman's Wharf. The group also mentions using various forms of

transportation, including a self-driving car called Waymo, which is designed for blind users. They visited organizations for the blind in California and Santa Cruz, and a suggestion was made for a future trip to Seattle.

This travel program was designed for high school students with advanced travel skills.

Mr. Wright thanked the students for joining us on Zoom and asked the students what they liked about San Francisco. Tino shared that the foot traffic was laid back, people were not as pushy and the weather was very nice. Kelsey noted that the landscape is built on hills, and they were able to go on a good hike to get where we were going. It was so neat to be somewhere different. Ms. Bingham asked Reese to explain how they got back to the hotel one night. Reese described how they took Waymos, which is an unmanned car. It makes music and flashes light for blind people to be more accessible.

Ms. Patten mentioned that USB has moved more to stateside travel to teach students how to travel as they are approaching adulthood and learning to travel. Thanks to Becky, Kathy and our students for sharing their experiences.

8. USD Boston Presentation

Mr. Jonathan Helgesen thanked students for coming. The School for the Deaf organized a trip to Boston for eight students. Three students present their experiences, highlighting visits to historical sites such as Paul Revere's house, the Boston Tea Party Museum, Bunker Hill, and the USS Constitution. They share insights about the Boston Massacre, historical judicial practices, and the discovery of an original Boston Tea Party tea box. The students express appreciation for seeing historical sites in person and learning about American history in depth. When quizzed, they demonstrate their understanding of the Boston Tea Party's origins.

Mr. Montalette asked why it was called the Boston Tea Party. Why did they

dump the tea in the sea? The students answered by saying that they were taxing the tea, so they dumped the tea in protest of the tax.

Mr. Wright asked how communication was while traveling through airports, hotels, restaurants. The students shared that they had an interpreter and used the interpreter to order food. WIthout an interpreter, they would have had to use their phones

9. Deaf Theater Update

Mr. Helgesen provided a brief update on the recent Deaf Theater festival. There were 33 students in attendance from 5 deaf schools across the country. He mentions that next year's festival will likely be hosted by a different school, possibly in California, to spread awareness about the unique event. Mrm Montalette shared that he was a judge and it was so enjoyable.

10. USD Strategic Plan

Dr. Tanner and the Utah Schools for the Deaf (USD) has developed a comprehensive strategic plan that incorporates their existing annual plans, school improvement plans, and a new five-year strategic plan developed with the help of a company called Innovs. The plan includes six core strategic priorities: academics, collaboration, transition, educator excellence, safety and security, and facilities and space. It also incorporates USD's Portrait of a Learner, which outlines key skills for students from birth to age 22, organized under the acronym DEAF (Deaf identity, Excellence, Autonomy, and Foundations for life). The plan details specific goals and achievements for each priority area, with a focus on improving student outcomes, strengthening relationships with families and communities, enhancing transition programs, supporting high-quality educators, and ensuring safety and security in schools.

Mr. Allebest spoke about the deaf teaching certificate and wondered how we are recruiting for new deaf educators. Dr. Tanner noted that we do have a deaf educator license and then you align that with coursework. We are also continuing to work with USBE on the Deaf Education Apple. The students will not graduate with a degree but they graduate with a license and cannot transfer out of state because it is only good in Utah.

11. Superintendent Report

Budgeting and Audits - Dr. Tanner and Ms. Patten noted that they are heavily involved in budgeting and gathering data for a couple of audits that are happening right now. It is very time consuming. USDB will be moving under USBE for financial operations. Deborah Jacobson is working on creating a new chart of accounts for USDB. Our FY26 budget will be prepared and reviewed during the June 2nd board meeting.

Audits:

· USBE is going through a financial audit of USDB’s financials to understand details spearheaded by Debbie Davis. We are excited about this and looking forward to transparency.
· OLAG audit - Legislative audit for a kick-off meeting May 5-9. We imagine that there will be a lot of overlap between the two audits.

USDB Graduation - What a wonderful event! Our educators, paraeducators and related services providers are amazing and give so much. Graduation is an accumulation of that as we prepare them to be amazing adults.

Canoe crew - This is sort of like the Seventy-48, but on a much smaller scale. They went to the Great Salt Lake last friday. Also our Seventy-48 chaperones will be voluntarily going to participate in the Seventy-48 on their own dime, without students this year, to make sure it is safe when the kids go next year.
