


2025 INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT 
BETWEEN TOOELE COUNTY AND ERDA CITY



AGREEMENT with an effective date of 1st day of July, 2025, between Tooele County (“County”) and Erda City (“Erda”), political subdivisions of the State of Utah.

WHEREAS, County and Erda entered into an interlocal cooperation agreement (“agreement”) dated March 15, 2022; and 

WHEREAS, the agreement addressed, among other things, municipal service taxes, road maintenance, and law enforcement services; and

WHEREAS, the agreement was extended multiple times, the most recent being on February 14, 2025; and

WHEREAS, on February 14, 2025, Erda requested that Civil Inspections and Approvals be added to the agreement, and

WHEREAS, in an effort to consolidate all agreements and extensions, the parties desire to execute this 2025 Interlocal Agreement and supersede and replace all prior agreements and extensions related to the services herein; and

	NOW THEREFORE, the parties mutually agree as follows:

1.	Roads.  From July 1, 2025, through June 30, 2026, County will perform the same types and levels of road maintenance (including weed spraying and mowing) that it performed prior to Erda’s incorporation.  Erda will pay the County all funds appropriated for class B and class C roads received by Erda from the Transportation Fund for the State of Utah for the same period. Any additional funds received by Erda from the State of Utah for roads will be paid to the County for specific projects mutually agreed upon by both parties. Erda representatives and County management will coordinate a meeting at the beginning of each calendar year to discuss projects. Erda shall come to this meeting with a list of project requests to which any additional funds may be applied. Erda will pay within 30 days of receipt from the State of Utah without invoice from the County.  Either party may terminate the provision of roads services, with or without cause, upon ninety (90) days written notice to the other party.  County shall provide quarterly statements to Erda detailing the services provided; this report may include a maintenance schedule, a list and summary of current and completed projects, any protected projects within Erda limits, and any other information mutually agreed upon by the parties at the yearly meeting. 

2.	Law Enforcement.  From July 1, 2025, through June 30, 2026, County will perform the same types and levels of law enforcement services that it performed prior to Erda’s incorporation.  Either party may terminate the provision of law enforcement services, with or without cause, upon ninety (90) days written notice to the other party.  Dispatch services are governed by a separate annual agreement and are not included in this agreement.

Based on the table below, County will submit an invoice to Erda at the end of each quarter.  Erda will pay each invoice within 30 days.  If Erda fails to fully and timely pay any invoice, County will send written notice of intent to terminate law enforcement services.  Erda will then have seven calendar days to cure the non-payment.  If non-payment is not cured within those seven days, County will cease to provide law enforcement services without further notice.

3.	Civil Inspections and Approvals.  Civil inspections and approvals shall be granted or denied based on the County and Erda City codes, ordinances, regulations, and standards in place at the time the land use application was complete and filed.  County will perform the inspections for the four percent (4%) construction estimated cost of all public improvement fees collected by Erda City with those applications as full compensation for the services provided.  Either party may terminate the provision of administrative inspections and administrative approvals under this section upon ninety (90) days written notice.

In the event of an appeal or other administrative challenge to a County decision on a civil inspection, the parties shall coordinate their response and defense of the decision, including attorney fees and costs. 

No other services beyond civil inspections and approvals shall be performed or administered by the County unless otherwise agreed upon in a separate written agreement. 

4.	Solid Waste Services.  From the effective date of this agreement through June 30, 2027, County will supply the same types and levels of solid waste hauling and tipping that it supplied prior to Erda’s incorporation.  County will continue to invoice and collect from users the same fees as already in place at the time of this agreement each quarter for each additional can, however, these rates may increase from time to time at the same rate as increases throughout unincorporated areas of Tooele County.

5.	Contacts.  Invoices, payments and notices shall be sent to each party’s primary contact, as follows: for County, James “Andy” Welch, Tooele County Manager; and for Erda, Sheldon Birch, Erda City Council Chair.

6.	Indemnification.  Erda shall indemnify and hold harmless County and its officers and employees from and against all claims, except claims arising out of the gross negligence or intentional acts of County’s officers and employees, arising out of or related to the performance of services provided pursuant to this Agreement.  The parties are governmental entities under the “Governmental Immunity Act of Utah” (Utah Code Ann. § 63G-7-101, et seq.) (the “Immunity Act”).  No party waives any defenses otherwise available under the Immunity Act nor does any party waive any limits of liability currently provided by the Immunity Act.

7.	Extraordinary Events.  Funding for extraordinary events is not included in this extension and will be negotiated between the parties after the occurrence of such events.  Examples of extraordinary events include acts of terrorism, severe floods, severe fires, severe earthquakes, aviation disasters, train derailments, active shooter situations, serious crimes with multiple victims, etc.

8.	Liability Insurance.  Throughout the term(s) of this Agreement, City must obtain and maintain liability insurance and provide proof of insurance to County upon request.

9.	Modifications.  Any modifications to this Agreement shall be made in writing and approved by the parties’ legislative bodies.

	10.	No Third-Party Beneficiaries.  There are no third-party beneficiaries to the Agreement.

	11.	Entire Agreement.  This document constitutes the entire agreement between the parties.  All other agreements, promises and representations with respect to the subjects of this Agreement, other than those contained herein, are expressly revoked, as it has been the intention of the parties to provide for a complete integration within the provisions of this document.

	12.	Severability.  The unenforceability, invalidity or illegality of any provision of this Agreement shall not render the other provisions unenforceable, invalid or illegal.

	13.	Force Majeure.  Neither party to this Agreement shall be held responsible for delay or default caused by fire, riot, acts of God, war or pandemic beyond that party’s reasonable control.

	14.	Successors and Assigns.  Neither party may assign its rights or obligations under this Agreement without the express written consent of the other party.

15.	Cost of Default.  In the event of default by either party hereto, the defaulting party shall pay all costs and expenses of the non-defaulting party, including a reasonable attorney’s fee, which may be incurred by the non-defaulting party in enforcing its rights and remedies resulting from such default.

16.  	Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in two or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, and all of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument.

17.	Additional Interlocal Act Issues.

This Agreement does not create a separate legal/interlocal entity.

As required by Utah Code Ann. § 11-13-207, the parties agree that the cooperative undertaking under this Agreement shall be administered by a joint board with representation from the public agencies that are parties to the agreement.

There is no financing of joint or cooperative undertaking and no budget shall be established or maintained.

This Agreement shall be submitted to the authorized attorneys for each of the parties for approval in accordance with Utah Code Ann. § 11-13-202.5.
