Work Meeting
1. Call to Order and Roll Call – Mayor Johnson called the meeting to order. 

In attendance: Mayor Johnson; Councilmember Heaton, Councilmember Chamberlain, Councilmember Corry, Councilmember Banks, Councilmember Colson; City Manager Kyler Ludwig; and City Attorney Kent Burggraaf.
 
Not in attendance – None.

1. Public Comment Period – None.


2. ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION

a) Discussion on Fire Protection Agreement between Kanab City and Vermillion Cliffs Special Service District (Kane County Commission).
The Council and Commission had a discussion and came to a consensus to make the following change to the agreement.
To add:
 “The District may terminate this Agreement upon completion of the first
two (2) years without incurring the obligation to pay 50% of the total
remaining amount due for the remainder of the full contract term
beyond the then current contract year, if one or more of the following apply:
a. The District has constructed a fire station to service the District;
b. The District has set up an independent firefighting force; or
c. A county-wide firefighting force/department is established to
which the District is joining, or the District is being dissolved as a
result thereof. “




To add: 
“The District shall pay a one-time fee of nine hundred dollars ($900.00) 
for each new residential unit constructed within the District boundaries during the preceding contract year (i.e., fee for residential new growth, or an expansion of services fee).

To redact:
“The Residential Fire Protection Service
Capacity Fee of two-thousand seven hundred twenty-five dollars and sixty-four cents
($2,725.64) will be divided between the City receiving an amount of nine-hundred
dollars ($900.00) for capital investment, and the remainder shall be placed in a
restricted fund within the District for the exclusive purpose of acquiring fire apparatus
(“Restricted Apparatus Fund”). “Fire Apparatus” shall include fire engines, ladder
trucks, brush trucks, water tenders, or other fire response-related infrastructure,
apparatus, or equipment for which the District receives written authorization from the
City.”

To add:
“If, during any contract year of the Agreement, the District maintains ten (10) or more active volunteer firefighters who possess current Firefighter I and Firefighter II certifications and meet the City’s minimum volunteer service standards, the City shall contribute $50,000 to the District’s Restricted Apparatus Fund, a fund for the exclusive purpose of acquiring fire apparatus. “Fire Apparatus” shall include fire engines, ladder trucks, brush trucks, water tenders, or other fire response-related infrastructure, apparatus, or equipment for which the District receives written authorization from the City.”

b) Discussion on Vehicle Emergency Response Agreement and Logistics between Kanab City and Kane County.
The Council and Commission had a discussion and came to a consensus to make the following change to the agreement.
To add:
	“Firefighting services: Services provided by trained and certified firefighting personnel,
utilizing tools, equipment, and skills for which reasonable and necessary training has
been provided and completed. Firefighting services include, but are not limited to,
responses for vehicle-related/caused: vehicle fires; HAZMAT situations: vehicular
accidents; wildland fires, inspections; and structure fires.”

To add: 
“In exchange for the “readiness” and/or actual firefighting services provided by the
Kanab City Fire Department, the County will pay SEVEN THOUSAND FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($7,500.00) per year, which amount shall be paid by the County to the City within thirty (30) days of being billed by the City.”

To redact: 
	“The indemnification, cost of defense, and hold harmless provisions in paragraph (b)
above do not apply to: i) acts that amount to gross negligence or intentional misconduct
by the Indemnified Party; or ii) acts by the Indemnified Party that are related to
providing EMS services and not firefighting services; or iii) acts performed by the
Indemnified Party when the City’s fire department is providing firefighting services and
vehicle emergency response in accordance with any agreement involving a third party
(e.g. a mutual aid agreement, agreement with private entities, etc.).
Councilmember Corry made a motion to adjourn. Councilmember Colson seconds. Unanimous vote, meeting adjourned.”


c) Discussion on logistics and implementation timeline of the proposed Fire Protection Agreement, Vehicle Emergency Response Agreement, and the operational transition to the new Vermillion Cliffs Special Service District.

The council and commission discussed the timeline of the proposed Fire Protection Agreement, Vehicle Emergency Response Agreement, and the operational transition to the new Vermillion Cliffs Special Service District. The agreements can be voted on by the SSD as soon as they receive the stamp of approval from the Lieutenant Governors Office approving the creation of the district.
There was extensive discussion amongst the council and commission members, but they did not come to a consensus. 

Councilmember Colson made a motion to adjourn. Councilmember Heaton seconds. Unanimous vote, meeting adjourned.
