· DEPARTMENT REPORTS

A. Planning Commission : (Kathleen Black) 
1. Nothing New, The Mayor Asked About The Commercial Zone. Mentioned The Businesses That Are Here Or Close By And Annexing Them? 
2. Jennifer Bastian Asked The Mayor That The Commission Needs To Know What They Want To Allow And What They Don’t. And How Specific They Need To Be. Jennifer Also Mentioned That We Could Have Multiple Commercial Zones. Audie Asked About Limiting The Size Of Tanks And It Was Brought Up, Is There A Difference Between Above Ground And Buried Tanks.
3. Talked A Bit About The Boundary Between Sam Eggers And Del Von Anderson.
4. Kelly Asked That We Put On The Web And Facebook That You Have To Have A Building Permit. Jennifer Is Going To Draft Something.
5. There Was Some Discussion On Avila Home Putting Up A Fence. Council Will Look Into It.

B. Maintenance: (Mike Stevens)
    1. Springs Cleaned:
2. Diamond K Is Working On The Wiring At The Sigurd Cemetery And Valves. One Line In Vermillion Is Not Working So Mike Will Have Him Look At It Also 
3. Mike Is Ready To Put The Siding On The Salt Shed. And Would Like To Rent A Lift
4. Mike Asked About Going To The Zenner Meters Kelly Said We Approved It Last Meeting So Mike Is Going To Get Ahold Of Brad At Peterson’s And Do The 6 Month Trial. 
5. Mike Said We’re Still Having Problems With The Chlorine Pump At The North Tank. Brought Up That The One Pipe To The Tank From The Chlorine House Doesn’t Really Work Properly To Have Fresh Water. We Really Need Two Lines Going To The Tank, One To Take Water In And One To Bring It Back Out To The Main Line Down By The Road, To Really Have Fresh Cycling Water. About 2 Miles Of Pipe Would Be Needed. 
Mayor Alvey Is Wondering Why The Chlorine Shack Was Installed But Never Had A Tank Put In There Also. Gary Feels That The Tank Station Was Put In Just Incase It Was Needed Rather Than Putting In Two Lines To Begin With. Because It Was A Cheaper Way To Go. As Michele Said A Band Aid.  
6. Mike Still Has Concerns About The Scada System. Is Going To Get Ahold Of Tyler Moore To Go Through It.
7. Michele Asked How Far The Water Went Down In The Tanks During The Shut Down To Fix The Landfill Tank And Line. Mike Said It Only Went Down About 2 Feet
8.  Mike Also Mentioned That The Clay Valve Will Be Replaced With An Altitude Valve That Will Control The Level Of Water In The Tank. Which Will Help It From Wasting Chlorinated Water Anymore. Which Will Also Be On The Scada System.
9. Hunter Carter Started Today As Mikes Help. 

C. Fire: (Michele Visarraga)
1. Paul Wilkinson: He Is Currently Contacting Fire Dept Members And Getting Feed Back And Is Going To Meet With The Council On Next Monday At The Fire Station At 6 O’clock. Michele Asked Jason If He Was Going To Be There Because He Was The Only One That Hadn’t Replied Yet. He Said Yes. Paul Would Like To Take Pictures And Assess Things In General As To Condition. 
2. Meeting To Discuss Findings: When Paul Has Interviewed Everyone He Will Bring His Findings And Recommendations To The Council. 
Michele on a  Final Note said That She Has Talked With Multiple People In The Town And Has Had Pretty Much The Same Feed Back That They Are Concerned About Their Homes Being Safe As Far As Protected By The Fire Dept, But Not Any Mention About Fighting Wild Fires .So She Feels We Need To Focus On Building The Structure Side Of The Fire Dept, To Ensure Our Homes Are Taken Care Of With Sound Equipment And Personnel . And Then Revisit Wild Fires In The Future. 
Jenifer Bastian Asked About Changing The Ordinances. Michele Said Yes As Need After The Recommendations From Paul And Council
Mayor Alvey Asked If The Water Truck Was Driven From The Gypsum Plant Or Towed Because They Couldn’t Get It To Even Kick Over When Travis Came To Look At It. 

D. Parks & Cemeteries: (Audie Ekker)
1. Audie Said That The Kiosks Are Completed With The Upgrades.
2. And Mentioned That Mike Now Has Hunter And Rose Helping With The Parks And Cemeteries, Which Will Help A Lot.
