1. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Tyler Allred opened the meeting.
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Mayor Tyler Allred led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.

4. DISCLOSURES AND DECLARATIONS OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST: None.
5. APPROVE 5-8-25 AND 5-14-25 TOWN BOARD MINUTES. Mayor Allred asked for a motion to approve the Minutes from May. Councilor Shugart moved to approve the May 8, 2025 and the May 14, 2025 Town Board Minutes. Councilor Blackburn seconded the motion. All were in favor.
5. OFFICER/MEMBER REPORTS:
	a. Board Members
		Councilor Jonsson reported that the water is testing good and the spring has dropped to 36 gallons per minute. 
		Councilor Blackburn reported that Mayor Allred has finished the inspections with the Cedar City Fire Chief. He has also blown out some of the fire hydrants. Five of the hydrants are leaking, two need to be replaced and one needs to be installed. 
Councilor Blackburn has had complaints from residents about the occupied trailer at 220 North Main Street. An occupied trailer is against code. He recommended keeping an eye on the situation.
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Councilor Shugart said Iron County Road is getting ready to do the chip and seal on Main Street. We are just paying for materials, not labor. 
Councilor Williams said the budget for this year is just a little different from last year because of the firemen fundraiser lunch. He said they did raise the prices of the t-shirts. We will not be doing soft serve ice cream for the dance. We will be handing out popsicles instead.
Mayor Allred said he has three 235 lb. pigs to cook starting on July 3rd for the fundraiser lunch. It will be free, but the fire department will be asking for donations. There will be dutch oven potatoes, and homemade coleslaw, with Texas sheet cakes for dessert. 
	b. Kanarra Falls Manager - Financial Report, Outdoor Grant and Doner Sign Update: Holly Hadley asked if there were any questions about the financial report. There were none. Hadley reported that she put in an informal bid from Utah Outdoor Recreation to purchase the Regouski property. Outdoor Recreation has 30 million dollars annually and our region gets 5 million annually. It is not a matching grant so they would fund it completely. We are hoping to be under contract next month and put some earnest money down. The final application and presentation will be in August, and in November the awards will be given. The approval board is made up of 5 members under Nathan Weinberg who is from 5 Counties. Hadley said the doner sign is in the parking lot and will be up next week. Hadley hopes to have the plaques for the sign and the ladder fully displayed in time for the hike with your neighbor day in October.
	c. TOWN CLERK - BUDGET AND MONTHLEY EXPENDITURES: Heidi Loveland said she emailed the monthly expenditures which will include the chip and seal for Main Street. The budget was also sent in the packet. Mayor Allred said all the fire truck repairs have been completed for now. Mayor Allred asked for a motion to approve the monthly expenditures and the budget report. Councilor Williams moved to approve the expenditures for June. Councilor Blackburn seconded the motion. All were in favor.
7. STANDING COMMITTEE REPORT: Kim Ward (P&Z Chairperson) had nothing to report.
8. PUBLIC FORUM: Mayor Allred asked for public comment. Jenny Vossler (Regouski real estate agent) asked if there has been any movement on the commercial ordinances since she was here. Heidi Loveland said “No”, but it would be discussed again on July 3rd, at the Planning & Zoning meeting.
9. RON DENSLEY - NEW RESIDENCE AND WATER HOOKUP AT 165 WEST CENTER: Heidi Loveland said we will be assigning a new address to the Densley property as the house will be facing 200 West. Mayor Allred asked if the setbacks have been met and was told “Yes”. Mayor Allred asked for a motion to approve the house plans for Densley’s and approve the water hookup. Councilor Thayne Williams moved to approve the building plans for the Densley residence and to approve a water connection. Councilor Shugart seconded the motion. All were in favor.
10. OPEN PUBLIC HEARING TO AUGMENT THE 2024-2025 GENERAL, ENTERPRISE AND CAPITAL FUND BUDGETS: Mayor Allred opened the Public Hearing. There were no comments from the public.
