· Managers Note:
As we approach the midpoint of mosquito season, we are closely monitoring environmental conditions and vector activity. The current hot and dry weather has contributed to a lower-than-average mosquito population. While this trend is encouraging, we remain vigilant.

We have observed a modest increase in Culex pipiens numbers—our primary vector for West Nile virus. Although these levels remain below seasonal averages, we are proactively addressing potential risks. Our team is intensifying surveillance and control efforts, particularly in smaller, urban habitats where this species tends to thrive.

Our public relations campaign continues to be a key component of our prevention strategy. Notably, we had a strong presence at the Taylorsville Dayzz celebration, where our booth operated for three days and drew significant community engagement. This event led to a noticeable uptick in public inquiries and awareness.
