B. Maintenance: (Mike Stevens)
    1. Springs: Willow Springs, Mud Springs, And Carter Springs Are Done. He Is Currently Working On North Spring. Nathan From Rual Water Is Coming On The 15th To Help With Cleaning It Out. 
       There Was A Water Break By Greg Herberts Home On The 8” Pipe Going From The Well To The South Tank. He Feels It Pop The Line When The Well Pump Was Turned On. Mike Found That It Was A Repair Coupler And A Saddle That Had Just Warn Out. He Also Found Out That For Some Reason This Line Had Been Shut Off At Sometime But Has No Idea Why Or Who Had Done It.
       Kelly Added That Line Is Somewhere Around 45-50 Years Old. 
    2. Water Meters Setup For New Homes Being Built.: Brad From Petersons Is Going To Get Mike 6 Of The New Meters To Get Started With. And Will Help Mike Get Them Set In When We’re Ready.
