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AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE DARK SKY ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, the Town of Garden City is a town duly incorporated under the general law of the State of Utah; and

WHEREAS, the Garden City Town Council is the governing body for the Town of Garden City and is responsible for the administration and enforcement of the Garden City Municipal Code; and

WHEREAS, the Town Council recognizes the importance of regulating outdoor lighting on both residential and commercial properties in order to promote public safety, preserve property values, and enhance the overall visual character of the community; and

WHEREAS, it is essential to uphold building regulations that respect public spaces and prevent adverse impacts on neighboring properties;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN OF GARDEN CITY TOWN COUNCIL THAT ORDINANCE #11A-604 SHALL BE AMENDED AS FOLLOWS:

11A-604 Criteria - The Planning Commission shall have the authority to require new lighting to meet the recommendations and guidelines of this Ordinance.
 
A. All area lights, including street lights, parking area lights, and landscape lights are to be shielded from shining up or horizontal. 

B. All non-essential exterior commercial and residential lighting is encouraged to be turned off after business hours and/or when not in use.  Sensor-activated lights are encouraged. 

C.  Upward Flagpole lighting is permitted. 

D. Landscape lighting is allowed. 

E. All radio, communication, and navigation towers that require lights shall have dual lighting capabilities.  For daytime, the white strobe light may be used, and for nighttime, only red lights shall be used. 

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, or portion of this ordinance is, for any reason, held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such provision shall be deemed a separate, distinct, and independent provision, and such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.
