


The Marysvale Town Board meeting minutes for June 26, 2025 at 6:00 p.m.
Attending:   Mayor Bill Davis and Councilmembers Kennedy Sylvester and Jon Christensen.   Jeania Kennedy and Keith Anderton both were absent, but excused.

1. Approval of Town Board Minutes of 6/10/2025:  A motion was made by Jon Christensen and seconded by Kennedy Sylvester to accept the minutes as presented.  All in favor, motion passes.

2. Public Hearing for Ordinance 11-500, an Ordinance of the Town of Marysvale Vacating a Portion of Chestnut Street and Uintah Avenue Right-of-Ways:   These right-of-ways were created in 1917 and are no longer needed by the town or the school.  At the advice and request of the School District’s engineer, the town is offering this ordinance to vacate said streets.  The Mayor asked if anyone in the audience or any town board member had questions about this process.  The Mayor further stated that the town’s attorney reviewed the request and ordinance and has approved it.  Jon Christensen said he was very happy to be able to do this as keeping the elementary school in our town is very important.  A motion was made by Kennedy Sylvester and seconded by Jon Christensen to approve Ordinance 11-500.  All in favor motion passes.

3. Public Hearing for Town of Marysvale Storm Water Master Plan FY 2026 CIB:   The town is seeking a CIB grant for the Marysvale Storm Water Master Plan FY 2026.  The CIB application requires the town to have a public hearing, with 10 days’ notice, so the town’s residents can be informed (notice attached).  This is a 100% percent grant, with 50% provided by UDOT and 50% provided by the CIB Board.  The NRCS/EWP Hydraulics and Hydrology engineering will be used as a basis for this project.  This project will encompass the Bullion/89 crossing, the Northern Culvert under the highway at Piute Trails Motel, as well as the Deer Creek and Beaver Creek crossings.  UDOT is very willing to work with the Town of Marysvale and are willing to help remedy these culvert issues.  There will be no cost to the town for this project.  A motion was made by Jon Christensen and seconded by Kennedy Sylvester to move forward with the CIB Grant process.  All in favor, motion passes.

4. Upgrade of Electrical at Park Pavilion:   Dennis Kunz from the Chamber of Commerce submitted a proposal to the town board to upgrade the electrical at the park pavilion.  He stated that the current electrical power is insufficient to hold large events like the jamboree and arts festival.  His proposal is to put in a 25k transformer which will give the park 2 ½ times more power.  It is an easy install and they have licensed volunteers who will do the work.  He stated that the jamboree has given the town $2195 from their events to go towards the park.  A motion was made by Jon Christensen and seconded by Kennedy Sylvester to approve the electrical upgrade at the park for approximately $2183.  All in favor, motion passes.


5. Reports, Updates, Old Business Follow-up, Elected Officials and Staff:  

· The Mayor gave an update on the drilling of the new town well.  He said the drillers have gone down approximately 21 feet and have hit solid rock.  They will continue this process to find water.
· The Mayor said that Cindy Moore has requested the town to trim the trees above where she is placing the new lending library on her property.  He said he asked her to get some bids for consideration.
· Jon Christensen said the fire department has a new logo.  This logo will go on the vehicles.  He also said the cement around the fire station is almost done.

6. Public Comment:  None.
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A motion was made by Kennedy Sylvester and seconded by Jon Christensen to adjourn the meeting at 6:30pm.
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
