


REGULAR MEETING OF THE GLENWOOD TOWN COUNCIL
Wednesday, July 9, 2025

4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  Motion to approve minutes from the regular Town Council Meeting held in June was made by Councilmember Peterson and seconded by Councilmember Nowers.  Motion carried with unanimous voting from Councilmember Peterson, Councilmember Nowers and Mayor Rickenbach.

Motion for approval of the Budget Public Hearing minutes held on June 11, 2025, was given by Councilmember Nowers and seconded by Councilmember Peterson.  Unanimous votes were given by Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  Motion carried.

Councilmember Peterson moved to approve minutes from the Parameter Resolution Public Hearing held on June 11, 2025.  Second was given by Councilmember Nowers, and unanimous votes were given by Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  Motion carried.  

5. PENDING BUSINESS:  Public Comments – Joshua Christner, who is a local attorney, introduced himself and offered his services to Glenwood Town.  Mr. Christner explained that he had been practicing law since 1994.  He is currently working as the Deputy County Attorney, and  represents Elsinore City and Central Valley.   Mr. Christner left copies of an engagement letter for legal services for review.  More discussion will take place at next month’s meeting.  
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6. BUSINESS LICENSE:  A business license application for Anderson & Sons General Construction, owned by Kyllen Anderson was reviewed.  Motion for approval of the license was given by Councilmember Peterson and seconded by Councilmember Nowers.  Unanimous votes were given by Councilmembers Nowers, Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  Motion carried.  

7. RESOLUTION # 272-7-25 – Electric Utility Franchise & Utility Easement to Rocky Mountain Power:  Councilmember Peterson moved to approve Resolution # 272-7-25.  Second was given by Councilmember Nowers, and unanimous votes for approval were received from Councilmember Nowers, Councilmember Peterson and Mayor Rickenbach.  Motion carried.  There were no votes against.   

8. PARK:  No business.

9. ZONING:  No business.

10. CULINARY WATER:  It was reported that Preston Harward was working on installing new culinary water meters for the Town.  

11. STREETS:  Clerk Bybee stated that Monte Allman who owns the property located at 350 South 100 West had requested that the ditch created by flood water around his property be repaired by the Town.  Mayor Rickenbach responded that the repairs would be made during the upcoming road project.

A notice will be posted at the Post Office regarding the pulverizing of 100 East, beginning July 17th.  The chipping crew will be in Town starting August 15th.

More ‘no spray zones’ are popping up in Town.  A letter will be sent to Amber Brian reminding her that the weeds in her ‘no spray zone’ are her responsibility.

13. CEMETERY:  Mayor Rickenbach reported that Sevier County and Jones and DeMille Engineering are working together on a plan to alleviate flooding at the cemetery.  They are working on the final design and will hopefully have it ready soon.
