Mayor Wright welcomed everyone, 
Agenda item number 1, Public Hearing to review the 2026 Torrey Budget. Pearl made a motion to open the public hearing for the 2026 budget, Jordan Pace seconded the motion and all agreed. 
Public Comments: None
Agenda item number 2, Public Hearing Torrey Town to vacate Juniper Drive
Public Comments: 
Angie Richardson is the owner of 730 N Juniper Drive and part owner of 728 N Juniper Drive. Angie would like three questions answered. Question 1. Maintenance of road going forward, 2. access to utilities, 3. Are there any other private roads in Torrey and how do you deal with that?
John Dillenback. The county told him that they had maintained the road for 17 years when Juniper Drive was in the county. Then the road was annexed into Torrey. Scott Chestnut maintained the road when he was Torrey Mayor. John has a letter from Scott and feedback from Adus Dorsey which was discussed. John also had a discussion with the Sheriff. John thanked those individuals who had helped Juniper Drive with snow removal and other needs, Juniper Drive residents want help with the road. John stated that residents have been annexed in and all they want to do is get some help. We simply want to get the road graded.
Frank Aryton. Had received a draft proposal about what the Town was willing to do to help the homeowners. He also received a text from Adus Dorsey explaining the need to have homeowners agree to have the maintenance done. Frank was told that one property owner said it was an illegal road that was built. According to Wayne County, everyone has an easement across their property. Frank stated that the road was built by Mike and Camille Pace. Franks understanding is that Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT) has nothing to do with any city, town or county roads. He stated that the road from Camille Paces’ home to the main road was a county road.
Frank stated that the road from his house to Camille’s house is a private road and they maintain it. He believes that from Camille’s property to the main road is a county road.  Frank wants to consult with the League of Cities and Towns and the State Ombudsman. There are 11 homes there who pay property taxes. Frank hopes that the Town Council will think appropriately and go the right direction.
Mayor Wright responded. He stated that other private roads in Torrey are maintained by the residents and property owners on those roads. Frank said they all bought property on Juniper Drive with the understanding that it was a county road.
Mayor Wright said, the purpose to vacate Juniper Drive is to correct the Torrey road inventory to match UDOT. UDOT requested a letter from Torrey stating the private road status so that we are in sink with UDOT. 
Several property owners disagree with how the road should be maintained. A discussion was held about this issue. Mayor Wright cannot act until all the property owners agree. 
Gary Garner 701 Juniper Drive. Trusts the local government would come through for us.  He would have liked more time to research the issue. Gary spoke to a lawyer and a discussion was held regarding the state law about public domain. The question was discussed regarding the legality of Torrey needing to “abandon” the road. When Juniper Drive was annexed, the road was maintained. The discussion continued.  
Mayor Wright replies:
Mayor Wright agreed to have the UDOT information email chain provided with the minutes. The only interest is classification. Torrey town lawyer said for Juniper Drive to be a public road it has to end in a public access location. The UDOT financial person said that the road must be classified properly as a private road. Discussion continued. Rainbow estates road ends at public land. State code 72-5-105 was discussed. Mayor Wright will review these sections with the town attorney. 
Juniper Drive has a 12’ water easement. Discussion continued about easements with power and water and fire. Frank said Colleen Allen stated everyone with property on Juniper Drive has an easement. Mayor Wright stated the easement is for the property owners not for the city. 
Mayor Wright stated if all the Juniper Drive property owners get together to present a signed petition agreeing on how they would like the road to be maintained. He would accommodate their request to the best of his ability. They need to have all property owners to agree. Need unanimous consent on how to proceed. 
[bookmark: _Hlk200647872]Pearl Thorndal-Stewart made a motion to close the public hearing to vacate Juniper Drive, Jordan Pace seconded the motion. 
Larry Harper requested to speak. He did not receive the letter about the meeting. Larry wanted to discuss what the city would be liable for. Mayor Wright explained, trespassing and destruction of property. Larry asked what are the options? A discussion continued. If the city vacates it has nothing to do with county services.    
Again, Pearl Thorndal-Stewart made a motion to close the public hearing to vacate Juniper Drive, Jordan Pace seconded the motion. All council members voted in favor of adjourning the meeting.

Apple Days Update: 
Melinda Meservy gave a progress report. Sponsors are being identified by Richard Braaten and herself. There are three levels of sponsors. Information is now in the insider, Instagram and Facebook. Melinda is also working with the Reaper newspaper to reach outside Wayne County. Street banners are up; (thank you, Dustin and Melinda). Notices are going out with the water bills. Next Melinda will be doing a logistics plan meeting, Wayne County Sheriff has issued a permit to assist. Items for sale will soon be ordered: hats, totes, tee shirts and flyers. Mayor Wright has notified the grand marshal and citizens of the year. He will invite the commissioners.   

Jason Jones from the Wayne County Fire Department introduced himself. Jason will coordinate the fire department presence with Melinda. 

Trees on Main Street: There have been some limbs falling on Main Street. Trees needing trimming and trees needing to be taken down were identified. 

Water District Boundaries: Not addressed.

Civic Review: Review discuss the new Civic Review proposal. 
Mayor Wright explained the new proposal from Civic Review which was reviewed by the council. The mayor explained the accounting problems with the original proposal. Jordan Pace made a motion to accept the new contract, Richard Braaten seconded the motion and all voted in favor.  

Water Bond:
The council discussed the number of Planning and Zoning Commission members. According to ordinance, it is an option to have five to seven members. Commission members input favors keeping seven members. Planning and Zoning will be hosting Land Use training on June 26, 2025. Ron Terry will be presenting.

Building Permits: 1. Tim Davis, 2. Rob and Julie Price, 3. Matt Kay, and a Charging Station building permit application will be coming soon.
GRAMA: A Wayne County Sheriff deputy submitted a request while investigating a complaint between two Torrey residents. His request was satisfied.

Financial Report Colleen Dudleston; The March 2025 financial reports. 
The beautification committee has been delivering potted flowers to business and public locations around town, and they are beautiful. The committee will be holding a Flag Day table at the pavilion picnic tables this Saturday, Flag Day.
The budget packets were handed out to the council members. Pearl recommended that $3000 be taken out of the Parks budget and moved to Trees for the maintenance of the trees. A discussion was held regarding the pavilion and the need for remodeling.  
Pat Kearney made a motion to accept the financial report and pay the bills. Pearl Thorndal-Stewart seconded the motion and all approved. 
Council Reports:
Pat Kearney: Pioneer Cemetery, Cemetery, Trees & Office
Utah Sate University may be helping with consultations to assist with the trees. Pat listed several trees in need of work or take down. 
[bookmark: _Hlk180581490]The cemetery grant was not awarded. Pat will keep trying.

Richard Braaten: Roads. 
Thanks to Dustin in fixing the road in Sleeping Rainbow. The new solar speed limit sign has been installed and is working. We have another sign to install in Torrey.

Richard has plans to coordinate with Brown Brothers to have road 325 graded. Other recommendations were made. 
  
Jordan Pace: Water. A splash pad grant in the fall will be another opportunity to apply for funding. Jordan will also be looking for business sponsors. 
Mandatory water samples will be coming up in July. Mayor Wright will look at some options of companies to take water samples

Pearl Thorndal-Stewart: Park, Pavilion, Post Office, & Town Events. 
The post office wind break is still to be installed. Thanks to Melinda for Apple Days. Pearl questioned the need to add sand to the volleyball court. Dustin will look for softer sand and other options.

Maintenance Report: Dustin Oyler, 
Radios and water meters are going to be listed and given to Mountainland to request a quote for replacing all radios at once. 
Dustin discussed the maintenance of the Flags. Do we want to have the military flags up all year at the cemetery. The State flag has been damaged and needs to be repaired already. A discussion was held about the flags and the repair budget. The council agreed to take the military flags down when it is not a holiday.

Planning and Zoning: Sue Fritzke/Bill Barrett
Aram Kyababchyan.
Several members on planning and zoning have formed a temporary steering committee to keep the process going; Bill Barrett, Steve Babbitt and Nan Anderson.
The commission is working on organizing and dividing responsibilities. During the June 26th meeting the commission will be voting on officers. 
They will also be reviewing title 9 and title 10 to make sure the language matches.  
During the building Permit review process, the usual difficulty for builders is the Dark Sky lighting. Steve Babbitt is working on a brief introduction to the Town lighting plan. He is trying to simplify the language. 
Bill Barrett asked if there is a need for a Bunkhouse terminology in the code.
Also, on the next agenda is to discuss the lumens per acre formula. Does it make sense to change the formula to an allocation in accordance with the size of the building rather than the size of the land. 

Mayor Wright asked if Planning and Zoning should be involved in the Short-Term Rental ordinance modification? He believes it is a question for the property rights ombudsman. 
Aram still needs to present the ERUs from an engineering firm to move his permit along.

Economic Development: Nan Anderson 
The Utah Office of Tourism has been in Torrey for meetings. Nan Anderson is continuing to work with State counterparts. She spoke to Commissioner Ryan about a grant program to help local businesses. Prior to this year these grants were not made available to tourism communities. She added that Goldman Sacks offers free training to small businesses 
She has no answers for the porta potties in the Bees Lewis campground. The land management agencies are discussing the need for porta potties.
Nan is researching the potential for a Community Foundation (Nonprofits C-3). The foundation would be totally separate from the town however, providing support for projects identified by the town council.   
Nan now has been appointed to Utah Outboard Board Grants. 

Old Business: 
Linda Townsend commented on the STR draft 3-4-5 regarding lodging and sales tax. Linda remarked that the STR rental owners do not collect or pay the taxes any longer; the booking agencies handle it. But Short Term Rental owners must file a quarterly sales tax report.  
A question to answer still is, how do we award Short Term Rental licenses. Mayor Wright suggested that the council ask the land use ombudsman who will be training the Planning and Zoning Commission June 26, 2025.
Pat suggested the ordinance clarify the differences between Bed and Breakfast, Short Term Rental and Lodging. Need more clarification. 
Mayor Wright suggested the additional clarification be added in title 10 definitions. A discussion began about people renting out the Recreational trailers.
Adjourn: Pearl Thorndal-Stewart made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Jordan Pace seconded the motion and all council members voted in favor.,”
