Fire Department: 
Fire Chief Lorin Shumway reminded everyone Fire restrictions are in effect for portions of Utah as of Sunday, June 1, 2025.
1. No open fires of any kind except within established public facilities in improved campgrounds, or picnic areas. -OR- In permanently constructed fire pits at private homes where running water is present.
2. No smoking, except within an enclosed vehicle, trailer, or building, a developed recreation site, or while stopped in an area that is paved or free from dry vegetation.
3. No fireworks, tracer ammunition, or other pyrotechnic devices including exploding targets.
4. No cutting, welding, or grinding of metal in areas of dry vegetation.
5. No operating a motorcycle, chainsaw, ATV, or other small internal combustion engine without an approved and working spark arrestor.

A Heat advisory and red flag warning will be issued as Utah prepares for triple digital temperatures.

*Chief Shumway reported our Kanosh Department will be participating in a joint HAZMAT training with Scipio, Holden, and Fillmore at the Fillmore fire department tomorrow night. 

*Last month there was discussion over the extreme costs associated with our continued use of services through Frontier Communications. Following a review of the services and the cost of the services, the fire department will be terminating all communication services through Frontier.

*Planning Commission spokesman Tim York presented the building permit of Joanna Herron (sister of Neil and Lorin Shumway), a building or apartment over a garage, there is already power and water on the property. All of the requirements have been fulfilled and reviewed by the Planning and Zoning Commission.

[bookmark: _Hlk201156827]*Mr. York commented referencing a previous discussion, that Local government zoning decisions are generally of two types: administrative and legislative.  Request for variances, subdivision plat approval, and zoning decisions by zoning officials are examples of administrative zoning decisions.  Due process safeguards are required in administrative decision-making, including the right to notice.   Administrative land use decisions are judicial in nature, as the decision-maker determines the facts and applies the facts to the legal standards in the zoning ordinance.

Legislative decisions, on the other hand, are those that result in the adoption of a zoning ordinance, an amendment to the zoning ordinance, the rezoning of property, and the approval of a special use permit.  These decisions must be made by the local governing authority. Administrative powers can easily be delegated and also sub-delegated. In short, to streamline the process, our Planning and Zoning Committee would like to use their legal power to approve building permits, if the land use application if the application conforms to the requirements of the Kanosh Town land use maps, zoning maps, and applicable land use ordinance in effect when a complete application is submitted and all fees have been paid.  If there are any questions the decision would be referred to the Kanosh Town Council.  Planning and Zoning would however meet with the Council members every month in an effort to keep everyone informed on any action taken.

This request will be reviewed and will appear as an agenda item for July.  Any further discussion was tabled until next month.  This action may require an ordinance or resolution; our attorney will be contacted before we meet again.

RESOLUTION

ARESOLUTION BY KANOSH TOWN ADOPTING A POLICY FOR THE
'UTAH RETIREMENT SYSTEMS PARTICIPATION - TIER 2
ELECTED AND APPOINTED OFFICIALS

'WHEREAS, Kanosh Town, Utah participates in the Utah Retirement System (“URS”)
pursuant to and in accordance with the Utah Sate Retirement and Insurance Benefit Act;

'WHEREAS, Kanosh Town has previously approved, executed and delivered to URS the
‘necessary documentation for approving certain employees and elected officials under Tier I to
participate in URS system;

'WHEREAS, URS has requested clarification as to participation by certain elected and/or
appointed officials participation in URS;

'WHEREAS, URS has specifically requested that Kanosh Town adopt a policy setting
forth those individuals who do not qualify to participate in the Tier 2 system;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Body of Kanosh Town,
as follows:

Pursuant to the provisions of the Utah State Retirement and Insurance Benefit Act, it is
the policy of Kanosh Town that:

Tier 2 Elected or Appointed Officials of Kanosh Town shall not be eligible to participate
in or receive any benefits.

‘This policy applies to all elected or appointed officials whose initial term of office or
‘appointment begins on or after July 1, 2011, and who are classified as Tier 2 members under
Utah Code Ann. §49-11-1202(1)(b). This exclusion from URS participation is based on the
Town’s election under Utah Code Ann. § 49-15-201(2)(a)(ii) and Utah Code Ann.
§49-22-201(2)(a)i).

Kanosh Town acknowledges that this policy does not affect Tier lor any Tier 2
employees who are otherwise eligible for participation in URS under applicable state law and
administrative rules.

All previous acts and resolutions or policies in conflict with this resolution or any part
hereof are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict. In case any provision in this resolution
shall be invalid, illegal or unenforceable, the validity, legality and enforceability of the remaining
provisions shall not in any way be affected or impaired thereby.
