APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES – APRIL AND MAY 2025
Chairperson Beau Hancock inquired if anyone on the board had any questions about the expenditure. 
Commissioner Lynn Snow inquired as to why the expenses for Crown at Cottonwood Creek for May of 2025 had increased. Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that in May we had a move out at Cottonwood Creek in which the security deposit and the tenant reserves totaling $2,290 had been returned to the former tenant.  There were repairs made on the unit for a total of $200. 
Also, in May there had been Excess Cash Flow Reserves which were divided between Utah Housing Corporation, Roosevelt Housing Authority, and American Express for the total of $2,670.

$2,900 was also spent on the audit for Cottonwood Creek. 

Commissioner Lynn Snow stated that the security deposit return should not be counted as an expense. Executive Director Margaret Chatwin stated that if it had been included in the total, she would have it removed. 

Regarding Kings Peak the increase in expenditure for May was due to $2,900 for the audit.

Regarding the increases in expenditure for the Voucher program that was discussed at last board meeting, Executive Director Margaret Chatwin stated that when the total on the Rent & Utilities line increases, it means we are paying more rent on the behalf of the program participants. That number will increase, or decrease, based on how many participants and how much HAP we pay for each of them.
