Minutes
1. Dinesh Patel called the meeting to order at 4:45pm. Reviewed October minutes.  October minutes not approved since quorum was not present.
2. Ted McAleer provided management updates. Ted provided a synopsis of the John White research team’s presentation.  The team has been very productive in winning federal grants and is seeing good progress with the commercialization of Theratech in the nanoMedicine sector as evidenced by their SBIR/STTR grant wins.  The neural devices team is in a rapidly growing Global market

Motion to approve and fund the proposals as presented for funding.  Motion carried by all board members present for all projects with exception of Grant #1 which will be re-voted at the Dec10 GA met (Only 5 GA members were in attendance and Dan Olsen could not vote on grant #1 due to a conflict of interest).
Discussion ensued on the terms and conditions on grant applications. A motion was made to change the terms and conditions to require companies to pay 2x the amount of award if they are successful.  The GA asked the TOIP team to review this proposal to insure there are no negative consequences and to allow the Chair and Vice Chair to make the final decision. The Motion approved by all those in attendance.
