Stephne Hanson led the group in the Pledge of Allegiance.


ANNOUNCEMENTS:

Mr. Handy announced the appointment of Ericka Evans as the new DABS Executive Director.  Ms. Evans was appointed by the Governor and is scheduled to be confirmed by the Senate during the August interim meetings.

Ms. Evans thanked the Governor and commission for the opportunity to return to DABS as the Executive Director.  She thanked Todd Darrington, Brian Swan, Jeremy Sommerlath and DABS staff for their work during the month between directors.

PARENTS EMPOWERED UPDATE:

Mr. Murakami provided an update on the Parents Empowered (PE) campaign.  He highlighted the Parents Empowered float in the Handcart Days parade.  Mr. Murakami also gave an overview of the new prevention messages installed in Green River.


FINANCIAL UPDATE: 

Tammy Bolte provided an update on the financials for Period 12 of FY2025.  She noted that this isn’t the final report for the fiscal year.  Mr. Darrington will present the final report in the August commission meeting.  Ms. Bolte reported that revenues totaled $19.2 million a 4.5% decrease from the previous year.  For the month, the department will return $9.3 million to the general fund.  The department is expecting to return $107.6 million to the general fund for the fiscal year.  


OPERATIONS UPDATE: 

Ms. Evans noted that organizational changes are ongoing in the operations area of the department.  The goal is to increase efficiencies and provide better customer service.

Mr. Sommerlath announced several specific operational changes including the newly combined purchasing and merchandising division led by Maggie Heile.  He also announced the annual store managers meeting will be held in August.  Finally, he provided a construction update for the Marriott-Slaterville, Roy and Moab stores.
