Dinesh Patel called the meeting to order at 3:00pm. There was not a quorum; April Minutes will be approved at next GA meeting.  
Dinesh Patel provided a research team subcommittee report with respect to the UofU Digital Media presentation that was reviewed in detail by the Subcmte. 

Ted began the management update.  He reviewed metrics, budget and TCG progress.  USU Algae project award of $50,000 was voted on without a majority present (Ronda to check with Dept. of Boards and Commissions for a ruling on proxy votes).  Spencer wants to see the educational outline.
