Dinesh Patel called the meeting to order at 4:00pm. April and May minutes were approved by unanimous vote of those present.  
Steve Roy provided a research team subcommittee report with respect to the UofU Diagnostic Neuroimaging Commercialization Project that was reviewed in detail by the Subcommittee. 

Ted began a metrics and budget update and confirmed that 100% of ARRA funds were spent by the end of FY11. The TOIP budget status was discussed in detail, and Alex Lawrence and Steve Roy gave updates on progress at WSU and UVU, respectively. Scott Anderson clarified that of each dollar generated by USTAR activity and after the inventors’ cut, 50% goes back to USTAR and 50% goes to the University.

Hunter Jackson made a motion to approve the UVU Contract for FY12 TOIP services in the amount of $361, 500. Motion carried.

Mary Cardon gave a brief update on the SBIR Center. Total to Date: 9 wins $3,066,298. Two companies started. Every submission received by the Center has made it to Review.

Kimball Clark gave an overview of his TCG winning project NativeBees.com

Jim Dreyfous made a motion to approve the reallocation of TCG funds from Phase I to Phase II in the amount of $20,965  for the Hovercraft project at WSU. Motion carried.
