Dinesh Patel called the meeting to order at 4:00pm. 
Motion made to approve November minutes.   Motion carried by a unanimous vote of those present. 

Ted provided a synopsis of the meeting and management update.   
Steve Roy provided an update of the Central Utah Economic  development plan concentrating on job growth. He touched on the Small Business Development Center in the new BRC. Holorad was discussed.  UVU MEP is number 1 in the nation.  BRC open on Jan. 6, 2012.

Al Walker presented an update on Eastern Utah.  Ben introduced Vaporsens Explosives Detection.  Rob talked about US Bio-Remediation which has technology to clean up mine waste.  Al provided an update on carbon sequestration.  There is a problem with the EPA approving a permit to inject the carbon dioxide into the well site.  On track to start construction at the well by 2013.  Progress is slow; EPA being the main obstacle.

Jill presented the Southern Utah update.  Snow College would like to partner with USTAR. Dixie is investing large sums of money into the entrepreneur program.  Jill provided an update on Touch MD, SmackDab, Algae waste water plant, and Protein Fusion Technologies.

Jeff Jackson provided an update on Northern Utah progress.  Touched on the Research Center. Alex and Jeff have put through two licenses in 2011 and expect another 2 in the first half of 2012.  Discussion of the help needed to find talent for the companies that are spun out.  Working with Wayne Brown to provide training to employees.  A building for the Ogden Tech Center will be built with $1.5m infrastructure investment.
Budget discussion ensured with Dinesh taking the lead. As GA members they are recommended that at least $6M be restored in order to meet financial commitments made to researchers already in place.
