An Ordinance amending Title 9, Building Regulations. 
The Laketown Town Council will hold a public hearing to consider an ordinance that changes which entity oversees the administration of building permits in Laketown. Currently, Rich County handles the administrative process for issuing building permits, with final approval completed by the building inspector. Under the proposed 







ordinance, the administrative responsibility for issuing building permits would transfer from Rich County to the Town of Laketown.
