Dinesh called the Governing Authority meeting to order.

Ted introduced the Legislative Auditors. 

Dinesh re-introduced the Governing Authority’s newest member who was attending his 2d meeting, Neil Ashdown.  Neil is the Governor’s appointee and was approved by the Senate so he is now in a voting capacity.  Dinesh mentioned that Ron Mika had been selected by Speaker Lockhart to be her appointee earlier in the week.  On the short notice, Ron had a previous commitment and was not able to attend the meeting
As there was not a quorum of Governing Authority members to approve the December meeting minutes at the Feb13 GA meeting, a motion was made to approve both December and February meeting minutes.  Motion passed by those in attendance.  

Dinesh mentioned that Jill Elliss was in attendance via the UEN website from Dixie State University.  
He then went on to update the GA on the USTAR budget discussions happening in the Legislature. 
Ted introduced Professors Perry Renshaw and Deborah Yurgelun-Todd and they presented their Annual progress report on Diagnostic NeuroImaging. Discussion ensued on several of the items highlighted in their update. The PPT was distributed at the meeting and an electronic copy is available upon request.

Ted began the management update because the Imaging Technology team was not available until after 4PM. Ted provided an update on FY13 spending.  
Ted introduced the USTAR TOIP Center Directors and their team members who were present to the new members of the Board and asked them to provide brief highlights from the regions:

Steve Roy was not present so Ted provided the Central Utah regional update and highlighted Steve’s participation in the Goldman Sachs 10,000 Small businesses program. 
Alex Lawrence provided a short update on the progress of StartupOgden and the construction timetable.  The building will be opened in Summer 2013. Fiber is going in.  The bottom floor will be home to a satellite office of the Weber State book store and will feature an Apple store.  The building will be an accelerator for technology startups.  

Jill Ellis provided the Southern Utah regional update.  Jill talked about the success of Code Camp and the opportunities it provides to connect software developers and business people. She highlighted that a new Concept to Company was kicking off with applications due in April and the Crowdpitch and judging in late May13.  Jill highlighted the partnerships she has developed with Wasatch front mentors who travel to Dixie to provide training and mentoring.

Al Walker provided the Eastern Utah/Research Triangle.  USU has two facilities, one in Vernal and one at Price.  Seth Lyman leads the Bingham Entrepreneur Center in Vernal and Dr. Scott Hill provides leadership to the Price Carbon Innovation Center.  He spoke about the WAVE project and the promising future there.  The 4th Annual Waxy crude workshop is coming up.  

Kevin Jessing provided the update for the BioInnovation Gateway located at the Granite Technology Institute.  They have welcomed 2 new companies to the incubator: Veristride and Quantum Dots.

Mary Cardon provided an update on the SBIR Center.

Suzanne Winters provided an update on the Life Science Cluster.

Ted thanked the team for the good work that the TOIP team is doing to drive innovation in Utah.

Dinesh mentioned that he felt the USTAR program is better than any other program anywhere else and the benchmarks that are now being established.

Ted introduced Professors Guido Gerig and he and his team presented their Annual progress report on Imaging Technology. Discussion ensued on several of the items highlighted in their update. The PPT was distributed at the meeting and an electronic copy is available upon request.

Curt Roberts provided a brief update on the progress of the USU STORM project and requested formal approval from the GA on the reallocation of USU USTAR funds to support the project.
