There were three research teams presenting at this meeting today.

There was discussion about the GA giving consideration to a prodigious fellowship worth about $25-30K to a scientist/entrepreneur.    There are challenges because of limited resources.  Hanseup Kim noted that there should be more collaboration between disciplines and departments.
