Mr. Patel called the meeting to order. 

The Chairman facilitated the Governing Authority’s (GA) discussion of the Audit Response (GA) engaged in a discussion of the Audit response. After a brief introduction, he turned the time to Mr. Chase from Tanner LLC to talk through the draft of the Tanner Procedures report. Mr. Webb also talked through the draft response letter.
The following key points were made during the discussion:

· Mr. Anderson requested a footnote on outreach jobs and salaries to denote these are estimates and are not a misrepresentation.
· Mr. Lockwood asked that the language of the finding and the report be direct and not restate the Legislative audit findings.
· Mr. Anderson proposed the development of a updated TOIP report to capture jobs and tax revenue from the regions going forward.
· The main focus of the report and letter must be USTAR is on schedule and ahead of where it was stated in the beginning.
· Mr. Eccles asked the tone of both letter and response draw readers in and give them facts and items that can be proven to reduce the possibility of rebuttal. We should focus on studies and data to support the claims. 
· Mr. Anderson suggested the use of pull quotes or side bar text to highlight major points.
· Mr. Bell suggested wording include A) The GA disagrees with findings B) The GA has addressed the administrative matters and taken corrective action C) USTAR is ahead of original performance projections.
· Mr. Anderson suggested we distribute a draft with the words draft for the Legislature’s interim meeting on December 18, 2013

· The GA set a new deadline to have final Drafts on Monday, December 16, 2013

Mr. Patel asked for the motion to move into a closed meeting pursuant to Section 52-4-205 1(a) of the Open Meetings Act. Mr. Lockwood moved the motion. Mr. Bell restated the motion for clarity and seconded. Motion carried Unanimously. A call of opposition was asked for with no response.   Mr. Patel, Mr. Bell, Mr. Eccles, Mr. Lockwood,  Mr. Ashdown and Mr. Anderson were present. Mr. Grover, Ms. Dana Powers (HR) and Mr. Loos were also invited to remain for closed meeting.
