 Minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of the Henefer Town Council held November 4, 2014 in the Council Meeting Room at 150 W. Center Street, Henefer, Utah.  
Roll Call:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Joyce R. Housley, Richard N. Butler, Kay H. Richins, Earleen Paskett, Waylon Bosworth, Kallie Bosworth, Arnie Bosworth, Melanie Bosworth,  Kent Trussell and Robert P. Richins.
Welcome:  Mayor Ovard opened the meeting 7:00 p.m., and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Melanie Bosworth.
Minutes of the Council Meeting held October 7, 2014 were reviewed.  The only correction was on page three (3), paragraph two (2), changing the wording (for each) of the water shares to read; (for all) of the water shares.  Brent G. Ovard made a motion to accept the minutes of October 7, 2014 after the correction.  Richard N. Butler seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Richard N. Butler, Brent G. Ovard, Joyce R. Housley NAY:  none  ABSTAINING:  Kay H. Richins (he did not attend the October 7, 2014 meeting), ABSENT:  none
Cheryl Preator and Wade Knudsen did not attend the meeting so those items were tabled until a later date.
Waylon and Kallie Bosworth came back to the Council for the determination of the City Attorney concerning the legality of building an apartment above the garage located in the R1 zone.  Sheldon Smith, the City Attorney, reviewed the Zoning Code Section 8 against the code definitions.  He concluded that there was a controversy between the code and the definition of an accessory apartment and apartment accessory, and that the apartment could be legally built as long as Mr. Bosworth has a conditional use permit. After discussion it was decided that  the Planning Commission will put a list of conditions together to present to Mr. Bosworth.  A public hearing will be scheduled for December 8, 2014.   Waylon Bosworth agreed to install the drip line to keep the snow from sliding off  his  roof onto Jim Reese’s property.  The Council agreed that $50.00 would be assessed to the new building permit to address the penalty for building an apartment without a permit.  The Council advised Mr. Bosworth not to limit the rental of the apartment to just family.  Mr. Bosworth was also advised that he would need liability insurance.
Richard N. Butler reported on his meeting with Boyd Robinson and Chris Dawson concerning the water shares promised for property when the water tank was built in Franklin’s Canyon.  Councilman Butler offered the family $7,500 for all of the shares.  At first it looked as if they were going to accept the offer of cash, but then Chris Dawson decided that he wanted a water share instead of cash.  The State of Utah Water Rights Division will not let the Town divest itself of water once it has been put in the Town’s name and that is the reason for the problem. The Council is now looking into other options to secure a water share to satisfy Mr. Dawson.  This situation has been going on for several years and needs to be resolved.
The next item on the agenda was a discussion of the property insurance coverage.  A question had come up as to whether $658,600.00 was enough coverage.  This amount does not cover the water tanks or the sewer ponds.  Utah League of Governments Trust will not cover the sewer ponds as they are not concrete.  Earleen Paskett was asked to look into the recommendations of the insurance company and the cost of increasing the coverage another 200,000.
The Council set the date of the Town Christmas Party for December 6, 2014 at 12:00.  Assignments will be made at the December 2, 2014 meeting.
The Council tabled the discussion of adopting the new zoning code until January of 2015.
Mayor Randy C. Ovard informed the Council that there were a couple of water accounts that needed some action taken.  A certified letter was sent to one of the accounts and depending on the results of that letter the water could be shut-off.   Sharlene Anderton is getting really behind again.  She is having financial problems due to age and illness.  She isn’t getting any help from her children.  The Council suggested that a lien be put on the property, but it would have to be renewed every year.  It was also suggested that the Town get a letter of non- compliance against the home which would be in force whenever someone tried  to sell the property.  Mayor Ovard will contact the city attorney to get information on the procedure that would need to be taken.
During the reports by Council Members, Mayor Ovard read the thank you note written to Holcim for the donation of concrete and work for the ramps at the new DUP building.  Mayor Ovard also told the Council that he will need some help getting the Christmas lights ready to put up across Main Street.  Some of the strings need to be rewired.  
Mayor Randy C. Ovard told the Council that Alan Jones had donated his time in the opening and closing of the grave for the little Townly boy after the tragic accident.  An anonymous donor bought the plot for the grave and a casket was also donated.
Joyce R. Housley presented the Council with plans for new playground equipment Joyce has secured a grant for.  Mayor Ovard was a little skeptical about whether it was truly a grant because the equipment would have to be purchased from a specific company.  Joyce R. Housley and the rest of the council decided to wait until next year and apply for a RAP tax grant to install a new playground.
Brent G. Ovard told the Council that the town is still waiting on the renewal of the sewer discharge permit.  Richard Butler told the Council of the meeting on the CDBG grant the town would like to apply for in order to put in another water storage tank.  The Town is required to do a Family Income Survey which must be turned in by the 20th of January, 2015.
Kay H. Richins made a motion to adjourn.  The vote to adjourn was unanimous.
