


The regular meeting of the Orderville Town Board was held Wednesday, August 6, 2025, at 7:00 p.m. in the basement of the Orderville Town Office.  
Those present were:  Mayor Lyle Goulding, Council Members: Susan Esplin, Marianne Leigh, and Shaun Sharkey.
Employees present Chelcie Cox -Treasurer, Breanna Crofts-Town Clerk, Chris Esplin -Building Inspector and Verl Sawyer – Public Works Director.

Mayor Lyle Goulding called the meeting to order.  Minutes of the July, 2 2025 meetings were reviewed. Marianne Leigh motioned to approve the minutes. Shaun Sharkey seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.  Bills were presented for payment.  Rory Hatch motioned to pay the bills.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

BUSINESS:

1. DISCUSS/APPROVE TEXTMYGOV PROPOSAL - TREY RISER The board revisited the TextMyGov proposal, which had been tabled in a previous meeting. After positive feedback from the towns of Monroe and Uinta, the council discussed the platform's benefits for communication, such as utility billing and event notifications. Council members expressed a desire to try the service, noting the low usage of a previous system. Implementation is estimated to take 30-45 days. Susan motioned to approve 2-year agreement with premium platform. Shaun Sharkey seconded the motion. Ayes: Marianne Leigh, Shaun Sharkey, Susan Esplin, Mayor Lyle Goulding. Motion carries four to zero. 

2. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL A RECOMMENDATION FROM THE ORDERVILLE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR THOMAS GRIFFITHS AT 1 WILD TURKEY WAY, ORDERVILLE FOR USE OF HOME AS A VACATION RENTAL The council considered a conditional use permit for Thomas Griffiths to operate a vacation rental. The primary issue was a driveway that crosses a neighbor's property. Citing past legal advice, the council determined that easement disputes are a civil matter between landowners and not the board's responsibility. The Planning and Zoning commission had recommended approval with the condition that no large events be held on the property. Marianne Leigh motioned to approve the conditional use permit for Thomas Griffiths at 1 Wild Turkey Way for use of home as a short-term rental with no large events allowed. Susan Esplin seconded the motion. Ayes: Marianne Leigh, Susan Esplin, Mayor Lyle Goulding. Nays: Shaun Sharkey. Motion carries three to one.

Marianne Leigh motioned to approve Wild Turkey Way LLC business license as presented. Shaun Sharkey seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion carries. 

4. DISCUSS ORDERVILLE TOWN PARK ENGINEER COST ESTIMATE The board reviewed a detailed engineering cost estimate from Sunrise Engineering for the proposed town park. The total projected cost of over $7.1 million, with Phase 1 estimated at approximately $4 million, was described as "sticker shock." The council noted the estimate is based on using contractors for all work and does not factor in potential savings from volunteer labor. The high cost of excavation (over $1.1 million) led to a discussion about exploring alternative sites. The park committee will review the estimate to identify cost-saving measures and prioritize project elements.

5. APPROVE/DENY CRACK SEAL OF TOWN STREETS After the board had a lengthy discussion on crack-sealing streets in preparation for future chip-sealing. Marianne Leigh motioned to approve up to $30,000 for crack-sealing the 2 miles of streets in preparation for the chip-seal. Susan Esplin seconded the motion. Ayes: Susan Esplin, Shaun Sharkey, Marianne Leigh, Mayor Lyle Goulding. Motion carries four to zero. 

6. APPROVE/DENY CHIP SEAL 2 MILES OF TOWN STREETS The board discussed a $115,550 bid from Land Excavating to chip-seal two miles of town roads as the first phase of a multi-year preservation plan. Despite concerns about the cost, it was noted that chip-sealing extends the life of the roads and that the town's B&C road fund revenue is expected to increase. Susan Esplin motioned to approve the bid for $115,550 for chip-sealing of 2 miles of streets in town. Marianne Leigh seconded the motion. Ayes: Marianne Leigh, Susan Esplin, Mayor Lyle Goulding. Nays: Shaun Sharkey. Motion carries three to one. 

7. APPROVE/DENY WALKING PATH FROM NEW ELEMENTARY SCHOOL PARKING LOT TO RED HOLLOW DR To improve student safety, the council considered a project to create a walking path from the new elementary school parking lot to Red Hollow Drive. The project includes a bid of $38,540 from Spencer Asphalt for the path and excavation, plus a bid from Frosty's for a safety fence. The project is contingent on finalizing land use agreements with adjacent property owners. Shaun Sharkey motioned to approve walking path from new elementary school parking lot to Red Hollow Dr. Marianne Leigh seconded the motion. Ayes: Marianne Leigh, Shaun Sharkey, Susan Esplin, Mayor Lyle Goulding. Motion carries four to zero. 

8. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL PURSUING PURCHASE OF REAL ESTATE After discussion amongst the board in executive session the board agreed in pursuing the purchase of real estate in the Town of Orderville. Susan Esplin motioned to approve pursing purchase of real estate. Marianne Leigh seconded the motion. Ayes: Susan Esplin, Shaun Sharkey, Marianne Leigh, Mayor Lyle Goulding. Motion carries four to zero. 


DEPARTMENT BUSINESS:

Streets and Roads – All items covered; approval given to proceed with ongoing matters.
Parks, Recreation, and Cemeteries – 
Buildings and Fire Department – No business. 
Water Department – Mt. Carmel water loop still in progress, collecting signatures for easements. First reimbursement has been sent to the State.
Administration – Apology for not holding a public hearing for the ordinance book; it will be posted for the September meeting. Changes made to road width per the transportation master plan. The transportation master plan cost is $36,000; completion date unknown. Special meeting scheduled for August 19th at 4 PM to canvass the election.
Other necessary items – Discussion centered on acquiring "no man's land" property. Susan Esplin explained the process, noting that if no one claims ownership, the town of Orderville can claim it via the Recorder’s Office.p
Executive Session – Shaun motioned to go into executive session. Susan Esplin seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion carries. Marianne motioned to exit executive session. Shaun Sharkey seconded the motion. All were in favor. Motion carries. 


ADJOURN Marianne Leigh motioned that the meeting be adjourned.  Shaun Sharkey seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.
