
    SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH

HELD WEDNESDAY, OCTOBER 15, 2014
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of Central Valley Town was held on Wednesday, the 15th of October, 2014 at the Central Valley Community Center, 50 West Center, Central Valley, Utah at the hour of 7:30 p.m. after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended.

1.  Opening Remarks given by Allen Henningson.
2.  Meeting called to order and roll call.  Mayor Peterson welcomed those in attendance at the meeting.  Mayor Peterson stated that Becky Bastian would be a little late.  She is attending a performance for one of her children.   
3.  Approval of minutes of previous meeting.  The minutes of the September 17th  Town Council meeting were presented for approval.  All members had reviewed the minutes.  Mayor Peterson asked for a discussion of the minutes.  The minutes were approved upon the motion of Bryan Brown and seconded by Charles Evans.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian was absent.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

4.  Comments from Residents. 
Paul Damron stated that he and his neighbor Charlie Ogden had discussed the water collecting on Main Street near their residences.  They are willing to level fill material if the town would provide it.  Mayor Peterson stated that the town is working on the existing drainage problems when possible.  Dale Gifford reported that someone had piled some rocks and cement in the road right of way in the Peterson Subdivision.  Paul stated that it was his and he would clean it up.  Mayor Peterson stated that if we do a road project we could fill some of these low spots with excess road material.  

Mayor Peterson and David Nielson made a presentation for Dale Gifford who has resigned his maintenance position after seven years of service.  He was presented a parting gift and a card for his service.  
5.  Request for Variance for two lots.  Center & 100 West.  Jack Hansen

Mayor Peterson explained the request.  The county records for the two lots show that the lot with the Hansen home is 0.7 acres and the lot to the west of the home is 0.5 acres.  Our attorney has suggested that the town could go by the county records.  It has been determined that the south fence line is 44 feet off the surveyed line.  The Hansen's have worked with Corwin Ogden, D Land Title, a local title company to prepare new property descriptions for the two lots.  The lot with the home would be reduced to 0.47 acres and the lot to the west of the home would be reduced to 0.40 acres.  Both lots would not meet the 0.5 acres required by town ordinance.  A variance would be required for both lots.  Casey Nielson has offered to purchase the Hansen home using a FHA loan.  The FHA requires that if the legal description for the property is less than required by the town, a variance must be obtained.  Casey could not purchase the home without the variance.  Jack explained that if they could not get the variance for both lots, the family would combine the lots.  Casey would not be able to purchase the larger lot and home.  The Hansen's are requesting a variance for the two lots.  
Mayor Peterson explained that he had visited the public health department regarding approving a septic system on the lots.  They will grant approval for lots requiring a septic system only if they are between 12,000 to 24,000 square feet depending on the results of the perk test.  The lots are 20,617 square feet and 17,498 square feet.  The public health department will determine if the lots can be built upon.
Mayor Peterson asked the council for discussion.  David Nielson stated that he would not support the variance for the 0.4 acre lot.  It is too small.  Bryan asked about the existing septic system for the lot with the home.  David asked if the new legal descriptions have been recorded at the county.  They have not.  We have given a variance for 0.32 acres, but that would not set a precedent for this situation.
David Nielson made a motion to grant a variance for the 0.47 acre lot with the home.  Bryan Brown seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian was absent.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.   The variance for the 0.47 acre lot was approved.

Mayor Peterson stated that a decision would need to be made on the second lot.  He suggested a perk test be required for the lot to see if the public health department would approve it for a septic system.  David stated that it was not acceptable for a residence under our current ordinance.  After council discussion Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the variance for the 0.4 acres lot subject to approval by the public health department that would require a perk test.  Mayor Peterson wants to work with the health department, he wants to know if the lot would be accepted by the health department for a septic system.  Becky Bastian stated that the frontage for the lot was adequate.  Jack Hansen asked that the variance be granted without the health department approval.  Bryan Brown amended his motion to grant the variance for the 0.4 acre lot.  The Hansen's would take the responsibility if the public health department does not approve a septic system for the lot.  Charles Evans seconded the motion.  Bryan Brown then withdrew his motion.  Bryan Brown then made a motion to not approve the variance for the 0.4 acre lot.  David Nielson seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted no, Charles Evans abstained, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted no.  The motion did not carry.

Charles Evans made a motion to grant the variance for the 0.4 acre lot.  Becky Bastion seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted no, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted no, David Nielson voted no and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was two in favor and three against.  The motion did not carry.

Bryan Brown made a motion to grant the variance subject to the public health departments approval for building based on a perk test.  Becky Bastian seconded the motion.   Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted no and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was four in favor and one against.  The variance was granted subject to the public health departments approval of a septic system or that the lot could be built upon.   

6.  Central Valley Cemetery.  Discuss and Adopt Policies and Procedures, Fees. 
Mayor Peterson reviewed the Cemetery Policies and Procedures with the council.  It was suggested that on page two, secretary be changed to treasurer/secretary.  By resolution was removed from page 8.  The council wants to make changes as necessary and not by ordinance or resolution.  Shelley has found some punctuation corrections that are needed.  The fees were reviewed by the council  Several changes were made by the council.  The cemetery space fee will remain at $200.00.  This fee will be for residents, former residents or descendants.  A $350.00 non-resident fee was added.  The open/close (weekday) fee was increased to $150.00.  The open/close (Saturday) fee was increased to $200.00.  The transfer and recording fees are different.  It was suggested that they be combined transfer/recording fee and set at $20.00.  

Becky Bastian made a motion to approve the Cemetery Rules and Regulations that includes the fees along with the changes that were made.  Bryan Brown seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

We need a program to track the operation of the cemetery.  We have been working with Gateway and Caselle to get pricing for their programs.  Monroe uses both Caselle and Gateway programs.  Paul Damron's mapping program may work for our cemetery needs.  The survey for the cemetery is complete and has been recorded at the county.  We will need to provide the county an update of our sales and use of the cemetery every six months.  Hawley Rock Products has offered to provide gravel for our cemetery roads.  Mayor Peterson suggests we pay them since we need larger quantities than they may anticipate.  Mayor Peterson has placed a steel fence post at each survey maker.  It was agreed by the council that we could start using and selling the cemetery lots.  The roads at the cemetery will be graveled.  Mayor Peterson suggested we install a flag pole at the cemetery.  Susan Outzen suggested we install an entrance gate/arch as an eagle project.  
7.  Park Updates.  Splash Pad.   Results of October 2nd CIB Funding Meeting.  Approve 20% Slash Pad Deposit.  Other Park Needs.  Becky Bastian

Becky reported that she had attended the CIB funding meeting last week.  We were given a $60,000.00 grant for our splash pad.  The town will provide the balance of the costs from the donations received and town contributions.  The CIB was complimentary of our presentation and the changes that were made to our application.   We should be receiving the paper work for our grant soon.  We will need to send Slash Zone a twenty percent deposit or $17,320.00 to lock in the price for our splash pad.  David Nielson made a motion to approve the payment of the 20% deposit or $17,320.00 for the splash pad.  Becky Bastian seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

The restrooms and the water system at the park will be winterized soon.  The nets at the baseball field will be taken down soon.  The restroom floors will be treated with epoxy this coming week.

8.  General Plan, Overview and Maps needed.  Bryan Brown

Mayor Peterson stated that this item was related to the GIS item coming up next on the agenda.  Bryan Brown stated that he would like to have included in the mapping project an over view map similar to some samples he provided from other communities.  

9.  GIS Mapping Project.  Approve Project and Funding. 

Paul Damron presented his proposal for the GIS mapping project.  It would map all of the facilities in town, including our roads, water system, park, planning, zoning and cemetery for a total cost of $2,207.50.  Paul stated that he would not charge for minor updates.  He has an hourly fee for any major updates.  All the data would be in one place and would be web based.  David Nielson stated that Jones and DeMille has a lot of our information that would be provided to Paul for the project.  Becky Bastian asked if the system could replace the need for the Gateway cemetery program.  Paul indicated that was possible.  The project would include the overview and maps that Bryan needs for the General Plan.  Susan Outzen asked if the non-compliant subdivisions could be mapped.  Paul stated that they could.  Becky Bastian made a motion to approve and proceed with Paul Damron completing the project for the town.  Bryan Brown seconded the motion. Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  Mayor Peterson suggested that the Water Department pay 45% of the cost, the Road Department pay 45% of the cost and the Park Department pay 10% of the cost.  The council agreed with the distribution of cost.  
10.  Commercial Signs.  Bryan Brown

Bryan Brown reported that he had removed a commercial sign that belonged to the Wildland Nursery. It was located just two feet off the road at the Center Street, Main, Central Boulevard and Sevier River Road junction.  He considered it a safety hazard.  The council discussed the use of commercial signs in town.  It was questioned if there was a problem with the commercial signs.  Mayor Peterson assigned Bryan to have the planning commission review the commercial sign issue and provide the town council with some recommendations for commercial sign use in town.   

11.  Street Planning and Improvement Project.

David Nielson provided an update of the project to the council.  Jones and DeMille Engineering has submitted the application for a 50% grant to the CIB.  The CIB sent our application over to the Rural Planning Department for consideration.  They have sent it back to the CIB.  Becky Bastian stated that the CIB likes well planned projects.  We are waiting for our application to proceed through the CIB funding process.  

12.  Complaints of Noise in Town.
Mayor Peterson reported that he had received a complaint regarding noise resulting from working on demolition derby cars.  The cars were being beat on to strengthen them, revving the engines and squealing the tires.  It was occurring starting at 6:00 a.m. and lasting until 11:00 p.m.  He reported that there was nothing in our nuisance ordinance regarding noise.  He stated that Charles Billingsley had worked to revise our nuisance ordinance about four years ago.  Bryan Brown stated that we need to be willing to enforce our ordinance if we create it.  Mayor Peterson asked that all council members look at the nuisance ordinance for our next meeting where we will discuss the need for updating it.  Mayor Peterson reported that a letter had been written regarding the noise complaint.
13.  Culinary Water Source Protection Plan.
Mayor Peterson reported that Dr. Zeluff was at the last planning commission meeting regarding a potential subdivision for his property near Meacham Springs.  Bryan Brown questioned the subdivision lots being located near Meacham Springs an important culinary water source for our town.  Mayor Peterson stated that he met with the state engineer regarding our water source protection plan.  Septic tanks and leach lines are not allowed in zone 2 of our source protection plan.  Our ordinance supports this restriction.  The issue will be addressed when Dr. Zeluff submits his application for the subdivision.  We will need to live by our ordinance.  A map of the source protection plan was reviewed.  Bryan read the requirements of our current ordinance which would not allow septic tanks or leach lines in zone 2.  Mayor Peterson added that no closed systems are currently allowed by the state.  Verl Brian's home is currently located in zone 2, but his septic tank and leach line were located outside of zone 2.  Another option that could be considered is purchasing the property.  Fertilizer from lawns and gardening could also be harmful to our water source.  Dr. Zeluff understands the problem and will work around it.  The planning commission will deal with the subdivision when the application is submitted to them.  The public health department will control the enforcement of the approval of septic systems.     

14.  Maintenance Position.

Mayor Peterson reported that five applications have been received for the two maintenance positions that we plan to hire.  The positions will work for all departments within the town.  Bruce Riddle, Scott Thomsen, Wes Shaffer, Tyler Evans and Jennifer Shepherd have submitted applications for the positions.  The council needs to decide how much work that Darren Neilson will be doing in the future.  Mayor Peterson is okay with letting him read the water meters and taking care of the baseball field.  The council reviewed and discussed the applications.  We will continue to hire a youth to mow the lawns in the summer.  Except for snow plowing there is not much work available in the winter.  The council agreed to hold a work meeting on October 22nd, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. to interview the top three candidates for the position.  Bruce Riddle, Scott Thompsen and Wes Shaffer will be interviewed.  Interview questions that will be asked will need to be determined prior to the meeting.  Allen Henningson will get the meeting set up.     

15.  Approval of monthly expenditures.  Mayor Peterson asked for a review of the September expenditures.  David Nielson made a motion to approve the September expenditures as described.  Bryan Brown seconded it.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  

16.  Council Members Reports.
David Nielson reported that three new signs have been installed.
Bryan Brown reported the planning commission is working on the General Plan.

Becky Bastian reported that the lawns were fertilized and sprayed for weeds.  

Charlie Evans reported that the water samples for the month were all good.  The water has been treated.

Mayor Peterson reported that he has a proposal form Central Valley Construction to construct a fence around the Meacham Springs property.  It would cost $37,750.00 to complete the fence.  Charlie is also working on getting information on sealing the top of the water tanks.  Mayor Peterson invited the council members to attend several scheduled meetings.  A Land Use Planning training on October 30th, a open house for the imaging group at the hospital on October 2nd, CDBD Block Grant meetings on October 23rd and 24th, a Congressional Steward meeting on October 24th, a Coal Study Presentation on October 28th and a Governmental Law Seminar in SLC on November 6th. 

Wilma Ames reported that the stop sign at the junction of Center and Central Boulevard could not be viewed due to a tree limb.   
17.  Adjournment.  Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their attendance and asked for a motion to adjourn.  David Nielson made a motion to adjourn, Becky Bastian seconded it.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, David Nielson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Becky Bastian voted yes and Bryan Brown voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:40 p.m.
