August 12, 2014
The Truth in Taxation Hearing and regular meeting of the Daggett Board of Education were held in the Manila High School Theater on August 12, 2014. President Asbill called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M.  Also attending were members Jones, Barber, Pallesen and Olsen; Superintendent Northcott; Business Administrator Robinson and Guy Durrant.
During the Truth in Taxation Hearing, Superintendent Northcott explained how the property tax system works. He further explained that because the value of the county has gone up, the tax rates should go down in order to collect the same amount of tax money as was collected in the prior year.   Since the state lowered the basic rate, and the Board has chosen not to let the total rate fall, the school general rate was increased in order to keep the total rate the same.  Because the basic rate was lowered more than anticipated the total rate is a little less than what it was last year.  
Mr. Asbill adjourned the Truth in Taxation Hearing and called the regular meeting to order at 6:15 PM.
The Board addressed a letter received from Richard Henderson regarding the parking lot east of the high school.  The Board asked Superintendent to respond to the letter.
Mrs. Barber moved to approve the minutes of the June 10, 2014 board meeting as written, seconded by Mrs. Pallesen, motion carried unanimously.  Mr. Olsen moved to approve the minutes of August 5, 2014 board meeting as written, seconded by Mrs. Jones, motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Olsen moved to approve the Warrant List and Financial Statement as presented, seconded by Mrs. Pallesen, motion carried unanimously.
Mrs. Barber moved to approve the following new hires, seconded by Mrs. Jones and carried unanimously.

Mr. Olsen moved to approve the original 2014-15 budget as previously adopted, and amend the 2013-14 budget as adjusted.  Motion was seconded by Mrs. Jones and carried unanimously. 
Mrs. Pallesen moved to approve the 2014-15 scheduled non-league sports travel that exceeds 150 miles each way.  Motion was seconded by Mr. Olsen and carried unanimously.

Mrs. Barber moved to approve the Jr. High/High School Fee Schedule.  Motion was seconded by Mr. Olsen and carried unanimously.
Mrs. Barber reported that UBATC had an increase of 80% in the number of Certificates FY13 to FY14.  UBATC Placement rate is 94.27% and Completion rate is 80.23%.  The Custom Fit Program held a record number of customized private classes in FY14.
Superintendent’s activity report was reviewed.  

Summer maintenance projects and costs were reviewed. 

Superintendent Northcott reported that the State Board of Education had voted to continue with the ESEA waiver (No Child Left Behind) for one more year.
Mrs. Barber commented on the delegate assembly that she and Superintendent Northcott recently attended.

Superintendent Northcott presented the school attendance policy.  Because we have changed to a 4 day school week this may need to be modified.

Superintendent Northcott commented on the Parental Rights Policy that will be coming up for adoption in September.

Superintendent Northcott addressed some of the projects he has been working on and projects he will begin to work on this coming year.

Student enrollment was reviewed and seems to be down this year which will have a negative impact on state revenue in FY16.
