       Step 1 – Application Submission – Granite School District has an application
       template that AMES will have to fill out, AMES Board members will need to 

       sign and submit Affidavits as the governing board.

       Step 2 – Granite School District will review the application and information 

       submitted along with information for the Utah State Charter School Board.  They

       will have 60 days to complete this process.

       Step 3 – Granite School District approves the transfer.

       Step 4 – Granite School District and AMES negotiate a Charter Agreement to be
       signed by the AMES Board and Granite School District.  There will be a 30 day 

       “Out” clause and a separate Facilities Use Agreement.

       The AMES Board would like to make sure that AMES autonomy is spelled out in the

       agreement.  Other points of note are to formalize the agreement to help with 

       marketing & recruitment and to forgo the lease and custodial charges.
